Cobble, gravel and sand substrate are all present
here. A moderate walk of about 5 to 10 minutes
from the parking lot takes you to the river through
a lowland spruce and cedar swamp. This site is in
the Mason Tract of State forest land.

From Roscommon, take M-18 north/northeast to
Chase Bridge Road and turn left (north). Continue
on Chase Bridge road for about 2.3 miles to Mason
Tract Trail (gravel road) and turn right (east).
Continue on the Mason Tract Trail for about 1.8
miles and then turn right. The parking area is
about a 1/3 of a mile down a dirt road.
