Directions to Site

From the intersection of Lovells Road and County
Road (CR) 612 go west for about a third of a mile
on CR 612. Turn left on Bald Hill road and
continue for about 2.4 miles. At the fork in the
road, keep left and drive for .8 miles, keep right
onto Hi Banks Road. Take the third two-track after
High Banks Lodge and drive for just under a mile to
the parking area.
