Some wild brown trout are present here and both
rainbow trout and brown trout are stocked. Brown
trout typically range from 7-18 inches, but some
fish can approach 25 inches. Rainbow trout,
typically age 1 fish, range from 7-10 inches, with
occasional fish up to 16 inches caught.

Wading water is limited, but available with
caution. There are stairs down to the water. Good
presentations to use are dry flies, nymphs,
spinners and crankbaits. The river is approximately
