Species Description

Some wild brown trout are present here and both
rainbow trout and brown trout are stocked. This is
one of 8 stocking locations for this reach of river.
Brown trout typically range from 7-18 inches, but
some fish can approach 25 inches. Rainbow trout,
typically age 1 fish, range from 7-10 inches, with
occasional fish up to 16 inches caught.
