Species Description

Some wild brown trout are present here and both 
rainbow trout and brown trout are stocked. Brown 
trout typically range from 7-18 inches, but some 
fish can approach 25 inches. Rainbow trout, 
typically age 1 fish, range from 7-10 inches, with 
occasional fish up to 16 inches caught.

Noteworthy

Wading water is limited but available, and anglers 
should use caution. Good presentations to use are 
dry flies, nymphs, spinners and crankbaits. This is 
U.S. Forest Service property, federal laws apply. 
Parking area is immediate and space is limited. 
This small parcel is U.S. Forest Service land, but 
there is a fair amount of private riparian zones and 
anglers should be respectful of private landowner 
rights.

Directions to Site

From the junction of M72/33 highway and County 
Road 600/F32; take F32 east approximately 6.8 
miles to hidden forest road sign on right (FR 4291).
