Creel Census

We have Piven considerable thouszht to-the Creel Census data énd to
its utilization, It is our opinion that for our purvoses the cards should
be sumarized on a separate card for each lake or stream in each county. Then the
data can be filed with our field d=ta cards, OQur interest in the creel data will
ordinarily be connected with suggesting develovment nolicles for each body of water,
and it would be a grest help to us to kave such information as to the svecies of
game fish vresent and some idea as to their relative abundance, We have in
mird the nrinting of 6" x 9" cards fof the covyng of the data in this way,

Of course the zenersl surmaries are useful and interesting too, and we
would like to have these. We would probably drew up a summary for each svecies
under each county, and from the emunty sunmaries, one for the whole state, This of
céurse means a lot of work, and we nay be too much handicevped for lack of funds
to do the job the first year. But this keeping of a record of the catch is a
vifal nead in the development of the game fisheries as well as of the commercial
figheries, We =re stronsly conviﬁ%d of the need f6r malking the creel census
vermenent =nd extensiye. The need for filling out azard for every fisherman in-
spected should te drilled into each Consefvation @fficer, The card should always
be filled oup,whether or not any’fish have been caught., It should be'made clear
on tae fishing licenses that bhis insnection will be made, and way it is made.

We believe we could obtain the dst: we wish test from the orizinal cards,
It would be most efficient to cony the cards =nd male the ta!gEXSEQHfEES one
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time, about March, after all the cards for the w»revicus year are certainly in,
Would it be convenient to let us have these insvection cards? They might be sent down
at intervals or sent in one batch, and we could keep them, or return them at the
Depuzbitmeht 's pleasure, Or vossidbly they could be mailed directly to the
Institute for Fisheries Research,

SU PPLEMENT TO REPORT NO, 3
[ CREEL CENSUS ]

In pursuance of the ideas expressed in our Report 3, dated March 3, we
have had printed several thousand carde for the summariging by lake or stream
of the creel census data, Examples of these cards are furnished herewith, made
out from available data, Some are made out from the large sheets furnished for
this purpose by the Department, On these sheets the failure to make entry of
the Townebhip will cause some confpsion, for those lakes or streams the names
of which are duplicated within the county, Furthermore, this lack of data will
make it impossible to utilige the first three year's cards for studies of the
different productivity of different sections of the streams. The "mmber of lines
in party when fishing together® is also lost for the first three years, The sig-
nificance of this item is, however, open to debate. In still fishing, the number
of lines used by each figherman shoﬁggjhﬁ'recorded, as more significant than the
total mumber of lines in the party. As we understand it, two lines ‘were formerly
allowed to be used, but only one line is now lezal except in ice fishing, Is this
correct?

Our owmn staff in the field h;s been gathering in some creel census #ata, and
has been passing out supplies of the salmon cards to interested sportsmen, We pro-
pose t& contimue to urge the filling out of the cards, but we shall now make out
the 6x9 cards in the field ourselves. We do not recommend the use of the large

cards in the field by others than those in our own field partiss.
