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The fish were sent to us by Coffl ervat ion Officer Ricking of K~.lka.ska, 

Michiga,n. The shipment consisted of a perch ( 7 in.), bullhead (11 in.), and 

two l)ike (13 in. and 22 in.-). 

Perch, bullhead, and small pike were not in a state of preservation to 

permit autopsy. The large pike showed signs of being d.ead for a long time. Color 

in the organs had disa:ppeared and the liver was in a semi-liquid condition. Ta:p.e­

worms were abundant in the intestine but these do not account for the death of the 

fish. No cause for death was apparent. 

The death of these fish is, no doubt, the result of "winter freezing", the fish 

having been freed and blown ashore soon after the ice went out. 

Lake a'l'ld. stream survey ca.rds show t'hat thi.s l ake is very shallow (2 meters) 

with vegetation growing in all re,rts. The bottom is pulpy neat. The lake was 

acid when examined and the water turbid. From these findings ideal winter conditions 

cannot be expected. 
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
