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This investigation was made possible by E. W. Chapman of Hillsdele, who
furnished the boat, motor and his time for the afternoon ~nd took Mr. Foye Warner,
Conservation Officer, and myself around the chaiﬁ of lakes.

We examined a considerable portion of the shore ond shollow water r~long the
shore of these lakes for dead and dying “ish without finding any evidence of -n
epidemic. We examined carefully the end of the lake vwhere the city water works
is located., It had been reported thet many fish were dying in this vicinity tzt
no evidence of such a condition was found. We picked up 2 dying bluegill 2t this
end of the lare which showed e%idence of having been causht in 2 711l net.

A few days prior to our visit reports of schools of bluegills movine sluggishly
in the shallow water had come to Mr. Warner. e examined the portion of the lake
in which these schools of fish had been seen but no evidence of desd or dying fish .
wze found. Tuls was in a peat-bog area which vrobsbly had something to do with the
condition whick had been observed in the fish in this loc-lity. The shallow woter,
near the shore sbove the vweat bottom, was m®% saturated with oxygen on the day this

investigation was made,

There is no evidence to indicnte that there is o diseased condition among the



fish in Baw Beese Loke, Temporary wster conditions rnd the exceedinzly low laire
level avnarently were responsible for the distressed condition of the fish. There
is no evidence znd there seems to be no 0ossibility of nollution in this l:ske.
Waile at Hilledale, Mr., YWarner told us of = hich mort-lity of fish in the
Jonesville Mill Pond and stated that we ghould have received some of the fish
for eramination; nowever, such fish have not been received by us. 4As » result of
the discussion of this situation with Mr. Worner it mast be concluded thet the
mortelity in this millpond was, no doubt, the result of vpollution.
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
