This trout was 10 1/4 inches in length and in & poor state of
preservation.

The trout was secured by Cfficer Dave Nason from a fisherman and
was sent to us by District Zarden £. W. Libby. Mr. Libby's notation
on the card which he sent with the snecimen indicated that there were

orzanisma on the gills,

Findings show that this trout had a heavy infection of Salmincola
edwardsii, s copenod, parasitic on the zills. These are commonly
called zi1l lice and do not render the fish unfit for food. When trout
are crowlad together as they are in hatcheries, these narasites some-
times bocome very serious., HRelated species of this parasite are founi

on other zame f1ish.
