ON A :BROOK TROUT CAUGHT IN LIVINGSTON COUNTY 

The fish was caught and sent to us by Mr. Fred W. Knapci w:10 requested 

a report. The fish was taken in Livingston County but tbe name of the stream 

was not eiven. 

Th is trout wa s 7 1/2 inches in length and in a very pronounced emaciated 

condition. The head was decidedly out of proportion to the ' size of the body. 

These fish, connnonly called 11 ra.~ers11 , appear occasiona.lly in h atcneries and 

are sometimes t~ken from streams. The condition may be caused by parasites, 

stprva.tion, abnormally developed orgms, or metabolic dera"!gements, about which 

little is kn0W!1. 

Th e on1y a.bnor!I'a.l condition found in this fish was en exceedingly SY!'.all 

live!'. We are unable in the lack of further i'rlformat ion to state the cause of the 

diseased condition.
