0F DISLASES OF TROTMY AT THE U, 3. FISHUTRITS STATION, HORTHVILIE,
MICHIOAN
Prank L. Snipez, Supevintendent of Federal Hateheries in Michigan,
raported & rather heavy stealdy loag among fingeriing drook trout at the
U. 8. Picheries Statlon, Worthville, Michigen, and wes anviouve o heve ne
{nveatigete the sltustion.

An investization mede June 13, 1931, showsd that many of the brock and
rainbow trout had not taken foond and were oxesedingly weak. PFicroseope
examination showed a heavy epidemic of Syclochasis end {gastia, both
protozoan paresites, The lake trout fingsrlings were sufferins frow the
effects of Crrodactylus, but this opridemie, as yet, was nst serious ag far
as losc of fish was coneerned.

The fallowing recommendations were offered. All utensils which were
used on ths tronghs were to be dirred in a strong saling solution. The fish
were to de treated and transferred to trough¢ which had been serubbed
thoroughly with salt. The fish were to be {reated for three minutes in
a salt solutlon consisting of one part ezlt to 20 parts water (bulk measurs).

The treatuent was carried out, em &ll brook, rairbow and lake trout
fingerlings and at the time of this writing (June 17, 1931) the fish are
practically free from these varasites. In spite of the weak and &maoiéted
condition of the fish and the injuries of the skin and fins produced by the
~aragites, the loss was reduced te vraectically nothing immedistely after

treatment. To reducse the rosasidility of & fungus epidemic it was suggested



that the fish be olesansed twice with a wesk salt solution in the trough

during the week followlug the trestment for the parasites,
Although the loszes prior éa the traatment were not alarming, we
believe that & serlous loss would soon bave been encountered.
Any further developments we hope to kesp under observaition.
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
