Leke, the fish have access to the Sable River, waican flows throush Freesoil.
Without doubt, Mr. Grinnell caught one of these; which pleases us immensely".

This report follows from an ingulry we made to lesrn the source of a trow
caugnt in the Sable River with a paver clip on its gill cover., The correspondence
regarding this fish was forwarded early this season from Lansing.
