This roport desls with the canee of death of two doen shipped to the
Inetitute for Pisherles Research by Tremk Fnowles, by express, on Noverber 16, 1931,

The deer wnfortunately arrived a day before the letter amnnouncins the shipment,
and asking for a report, and the shipring tnge had been removed beforc they arrived
at the Museum. & resulsr vostemortem exsmination could not btc mnde, as the deser
were roushed out for akaletons on the day of orrival.

The g-use of the desth was howaver entirely clear. One dce showed a large
brulsed ares on the side of the body, where the halr was off, the gkin torn, the
underlying ribs broken end the muscles boneatl congeated with blood, indientinz that
the wound was nroduced whaon the mnlmal was alive or very freshly desd. Thers wes
a larze bullet hole in the rib rogion and the sternum w-e fraetured.

The other doe :al sne tullet hole, surrounded by = onpstion, ﬁisrcin;‘f; the ti-sue
batween two ribe. The bullst arvarently ha’ wassed through the soft orgmns and out
of the bofy behind the ribs.

Ro%th of the does were elearly killed by rifle shot, m? apparently had beenwounded
in such a woy that they sacaped the poether and <fied later.

Althousl this revort is out of our field, we have yrepar:d it begmnse no one
elge at the Unlvaersity is speclfleslly concerned, and becmuse the cause of death is

entirely elear, and the c¢nrenases have becn destroved.
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
