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The Age of a Landlocked Salmon from Lake Yeorsze, New York

A sarmmle of ccales from a landlocked salmon was received, euclo=ed in letter of
December 5, from Dr. FPmmeline Moare, New York State Conzervation Devartment. The
followiny data were given for the specimen: "Landlocked salmon, a brecdinz maley 21
5/8 inches long from tiv to tip, standard length 18 3/4 inches, taken from lake
George Decermber 4, 1932, Weight, % pounds and 4 oummes®. Determination of age vas
requested.

The =cales very clesrly show 3 winter marks. "The are is,in zrowing sea=ons,
four years (i.e. 3 full years + one full growing season). The margin of the scale
has formed a very consplcuous spawning mark, characterized by extencive absorbtion
of the posterlor field of the seale. Ho spawning mark is zeen at the Ird winter mark;
the specimen was ocrobably maturing for the first time when taken. Trom measure-
mente of the anterior field of the sesle, ealeulations of size at each year of zrowth
