This fish is a tullibes, This is a species of the whitefish family, which

also includes the lake herring and cisco. In fact the tullibee is only a sub-

species (variety) of the lake herring. It is chiefly an inhabitant of Canadian

waters, from which source most of the market supply comes. Some lakes of the

northern states also contain tullibees, but there is no tullibee fishery of

consequence on our side of the border.

The tullibee is generally regarded as distinctly inferior to the whitefish.

It appealst us that the label "B Whitefish" is distinctly mislsading.
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
