daoe and th• northern dao•• These are all SBlQll epec1ea, of acme value as 

f'orage f'bhes-espeo:tally the north.em red-bellied daoe. 

The f'ine•sc&led dace does not attain a J.sngth ot 6•9 inches. Mr. Carey 

in reporting such a eize must have been referring to the northern daee which 

ocoaaionally n01Arly reaches the stated length, or the creek chub, which occasional• 

ly even exef)eda 9 inches• 

We would appreoiate more exact information ae to the location (Section) of 

the pool where this specimen was taken• so M can add the record ·t;o our map 

s~ the disti-ibution or this apeoies.
