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The walleyed pike that were raised in Ponds 9 and 11 at the Wolf Lake 

Hatchery in 1942, were held over winter for survival and growth studies at 

the sur;g;estion of Mr. Jay G. 1iarks. Because of the pressure of other duties, 

Institute members were unable to obtain adequate weichts and measurements on 

the cannibals and consequently had to use estimates of the lc~,gth furnished 

by lLr. Harks. The 10,0L~.5 fingerling walleyes were placed in Fond No. 9 and 

the l 76 11 hog;s 11 were placed in Fond No. 22 for the winter. Both of these ponds 

were supplied with large rnw1bers of lake emerald s1:iners (see Report Ho.842). 

Ponds 9 and 22 were drained on Hay 1, 19~.J. The writer weighed, measured 

and counted all of the walleyes and the results

These !'.1easu~·ern.ents ::::.n.d. -,,ei[_;t·:~s y,rere obtained from 27 fish on October 2L, 
191.;.2 by L.A. Krwnholz. These 27 fish o.pparently did not c nstitute a random 
sa':,ple because t:,e pond v.ras not completely drained 8.t this ti;, e. Lr. Larks gave 
the avera6e lenEth of these cannibals as between 10 ant 11 inches and did not 
6 ive an~' data on tr:..eir wei;ht. 

Both pones con.-.:ained many tho:.:sands of lake emerald sh:·.ners when drained. 

Despite the presence o:;,· Si..:ch Ltr[;G nUI!l.bers of shiners, the walleyes exhibited 
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very 1 i ttle growth over w inter. The f:.ng:erli:ngs in Pond Ho. 9 me.ce an 

average growth of O.J.} inches and 0.07 ounces in weight between October 

24, l9L;.2 and }lay 1. 19.U. It is ap::_:ie.rent that these fis::. did not feed 

to any extent and grew very little during the winter months. northern 

pike hcve been found to grow cont2.nually and considerably in len6th and 

weight during winter. 

The gro,rth of the walleye 11 hoe;s" held in Pond Ho. 22 cannot be de-

termined beca.u.se adequate lengths and wei6hts were not obtained when these 

fish were placed in Pond No. 22.
