streams which finally reach their source in every lake, valley and hill­

side of the state. 

The lengths of the major streams have been determined many times 

because they offer power, navigation and water supply to the conrrrrunity. 

There seems to have been no previous attempt, however, at lineal measure­

ments of all the permanent streams in the state. The project was under­

taken at this time because of the need for reliable figures upon which to 

base a.post-war program of stream fisheries surveys with a breakdown of 

the work by counties. 

Of course the accuracy of such measurements depends first of all upon 

the quality of maps used and unfortunately our best maps are still far from 

ultimate in accuracy and completeness. However the present available maps, 

many of which are based on aerial photographs, are accurate enough to 

justify careful measurements at this time. Master plan county maps of the 

Department of Conservation vrere used for all counties which are covered 

0 
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by such maps i.e., most of the northern counties north of the 1,:uskegon., Bay ~ 

City line, while polyprojection maps of the State High,vay Department were 

used for the remaining counties. 

Stream lengths were determined by following their entire courses with 

a map measurer. Some difficulties arose in measuring the more convoluted 

parts of streams because at a scale of one inch to a mile it was impossible 

to follow the stream course in detail. However, the difference in length 

was estimated and corrections made. We are certain that our figures are 

very conservative on the lengths of such streams because the nature of our 

instrwuents always tended to cut out the small convolutions. 

Our categories of main stream and tributaries cannot easily be defined. 

On a basis of our knowledge of the streams and the nature of tributary 

arrangement we more or less arbitrarily made this division. There is little 

doubt that in some instances waters have been assigned to our category of 

"main stream" which might better have been called tributaries and conversely. 

Unless some such standard as volume or width is used, and this is not possible 

at the present time, arzy system for dividing the main stream from the 

tributaries would be more or less arbitrary. 

The category of "coastal streams" includes all those small streams 

emptying directly into the Great Lakes and which do not fall into any of 

the recognized drainages given below. There is no difference between a 

large so-called coastal stream and a small river and our assignments of 

course again had to be arbitrary. Only those parts of streams and their 

drainages found within or on the boundaries of Michigan were included in 

this report. Drainage areas were estimated by counting the sections or 

square miles within the boundaries of each river system. 

The findings of this report are given in the two tables at the end. 

Table I shows the stream ~iileages by drainages for each county, while

Table II gives the stream mileages by river drainage systems. The counties 

" are shovm for each system and the total drainage area estimated in this table• 

I wish to acknowledge the assistance of Grace Wood and Madeline Klaphaak 

in the measurements and tabulations of this report. 

1.iarquette County, which has the largest area of any county in the state, 

has the greatest mileage of streams with a total of 1906. Ontonagon, Gogebic 

and Sanilac each has more than a 1000 miles of stream. A good share of the 

streams in the southern or more prosperous agricultural parts of the state 

are drains. Some are of artifical origin but a great many are simply dredged 

out creeks. 

Bay, Leelanau and EI1I111et are the only counties with less than 100 miles 

of stream each. There is an average of 438 miles of stream for each county 

in Michigan 

A 1:arger number of river drainages ( 14 in number) are found in Marquette 

County than any other county of tviichigan. Chippewa, Ontonagon and Alger 

each have 10 or more. Several counties fall entirely within the drainage 

of one river system. 

The Saginaw River Drainage is the largest for the state having approx­

iJnately 6500 square miles. The next five in the order of size are as 

follows: Grand (551.il+), St. Joseph (3132), Muskegon (2611), Au Sable (2126), 

and 1,Ienominee (2087).
