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By previous direction of the Lake Trout Committee. Hichigan was respons­

ible for carrying out the fingerling lake trout marking in 1944. Wisconsin in 

1945 and Michigan again in 1946. Mimeographed reports on the 1944- and 1945 

operations have been issued. This report will give the details pertaining to 

the 194C> marking work. which was carried on for the third successive year at 

the u. s. Fish and Wildlife Service Fisheries Station at Charlevoix. :Michig&J?-• 

The 1946 marking operations were conducted under the supervision of Robert c. 

Barber, Fisheries Research Technician of the Michigan Department of Conserva­

tion.

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The crew started fin-clipping on September 10, 1946 and worked until 

September 16, 1946. Planting was accomplished between September 16 and Sep­

tember 18, 1946. For 1946, the labor contribution of the cooperating agen­

cies in terms of 8-hour man-days was as follows: Michigan, 28.5; vfisconsin, 

13.5; and u. s. Fish and Wildlife Service, 6.1. 

Mark used and method of operation 

The mark used to make the 1946 lake trout fingerlings distinguishable 

from the previous releases was the excision of the left pectoral fin. The 

actual fin-clipping procedure and method of counting has been described in 

detail in the previous two reports, and will not be r·epeated here.

Number of fish handled; mortalities 

The number of lake trout fingerlings handled each day, the subsequent 

mortalities, and the grand totals, are listed in Table 1. A total of 154,072 

lake trout fingerlings was drawn from the Charlevoix Station. Of these, 

153,072 were clipped, 1,500 clipped fingerlings and 1,000 unmarked finger­

lings were set aside for the control experiments at Karquette Hatchery, 148 

were lost in the clipping operations, and 22 died as the result of handling 

during the planting opera i:ions. The total number of left pectoral-clipped 

lake trout fingerling,-s released ali ,;re in Lake Eichican in 1946 was 151,402. 

Mortality was recorded by troughs containing; previously counted numbers 

of clipped fish., and was checked on daily during the marking oper~tions. 

Each trough was inspected immediately following co,npletion of clipping, 24 

hours later, and daily thereafter • .Any fish found dead were removed and 

tallied. Mortality ascribable to the clipping and anesthesia varied from 

0 in 4,763 to 13 in 3.,732. For the entire number of fish marked, clip mor­

tality amounted to 135 fish of 153,072, or 0.09 per cent. Twenty-four-hour 
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mortality was 13 fish, and no post-twenty-four hour mortality was noted. 

The entire mortality, including 22 deaths noted in the planting tanks and 

probably caused b:r the handling in transfere.l from shore to ship, amounted 

to 170 fish of 153,072, or 0.11 per cent. 

The Control Experiments 

As in the previous two years, control exper:i.ments were established on 

the mark used in 1946. For a check on comparative growth and mortality, 

1,000 left pectoral-clipped and 1,000 unmarked fish were drawn at random 

from the stock used for marking. For a study of regeneration of the left 

pectoral mark, 500 marked fish were also taken at ranaom from the trou6hs 

containing marked fish. All control fish were measured individually, and 

were weighed in groups of from 10 to 25 fish in water .on Chatillon spring; 

scales of a platform type which could be read with accuracy to 1 gram. The 

marked and unmarked fish held for the growth and mortality comparisons were 

kept separately from the marked fish retained for regeneration study. Both 

lots were shipped via tank truck to the State Fish Hatchery at ~',arquette on 

September 19, 1946.

Patrol Boat # 1 of the Michigan Department of Conserya.tion was employed 
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again to transport the marked fish to the planting sites in northeastern 

Lake ld chigan. The fish were carried in the tanks described in the 19l.i4 

report. Because the siphoning hose had given some trouble in 1945, the 

actual release of f ish was performed by plac i ng approximately 500 fish 

(about two scap loads) in e. five-gallon pail and droppi ng t hem a.bout four 

feet into the water from the deck of t he boat. 

Two planting sites were visited i n four runs fr om the Charlevoix Sta­

tion. On September 13 and 18, 1946, the fish were planted between the Fox 

Islands, and on September 17 the plantings were made on Big Reef, 9 miles 

northwest of Charlevoix. The details of the planting-s are given in Table 

2. The weather during planting was relatively calm and mild. 

Brief summary of the three plantings 

With the completion of the 1946 marking work, one phase of the inves­

tigation has been completed. The pertinent statistical details are listed 

in Table 3, and the numbers of fish planted and the planti ng sites will be 

found in Table 4. 

In the pa st t hree years, a total of 419, 888 lake trout fingerlings 

were marked, of which 411,394 were planted. As experience in the work was 

accumulated, it was possible to reduce the mortality among the experimental 

f ish very noticeably and to increase t he eff iciency of operation. Although 

only slightly more than 100,000 fish were marked in 19W-i,, over 150,000 were 

clipped in both 1945 and 1946. As might be expected, the mortality among 

the 1944 (" dorsal and adipose-clipped) experimental fis h was much hi gher 

(even if the 1,024 lost by accidental oxygen depletion are eliminated from 

consideration) than in either the 1945 and 1946 marks (pectoral-clipped), 

and it also t ook more time to remove two fins than to clip a singl e fin. 
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As will be noted in Table 4, the fish have been released in two locali­

ties. On the Big Reef, 9 miles northwest of Charlevoix some 227, 832 marked 

fingerling lake trout have been released in 1945 and 1946, while in the area 

between the Fox Islands a total of 183,562 marked fish from the 1944, 1945, 

and 1946 markings has been planted.
