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This is the eleventh annual report on motor vehicles operated by
the Institute for Fisheries Research. The author has followed the
same general pattern as was used in previous reports. This is to
facilitate a comparison with other annual vehicle reports. All tables
are self-explanatory. Only the summary tables 1 and 2 have been typed
and are included in copies of this report which are distributed. The
detailed tables of individual unit operatiopal costs are on file in
Ann Arbor with the Institute's copy of this report.

One new vehicle was purchased in June, a Plymouth suburban,
license number 12-719.

One rew wvehicle was purchased in September, a Chevrolet coupe,

license number 12-637. The old car (12-637) was kept, license number
12-736 was put on it, and it is used by a creel census clerk.
