2. Bidder's Qualifications (2/12)

Purchaser shall obtain workers compensation insurance to cover claims under Michigan’s Worker's Disability Compensation 

Act of 1969 or similar employee benefit act of any other state applicable to an employee.  If all or part of a timber sale was 

prepared by a private contractor, that contractor and that contractor’s company are not permitted to bid on the timber sale 

contract.  Bids will not be accepted from individuals or companies appearing on the DNR/FRD No-Bid List.  This list contains 

the names of purchasers who previously failed to execute a contract within 21-days or who have a history of poor 

performance.

3. Preparation of Sealed Bids (1/11)

Bids shall be manually signed in ink; bid prices must be entered for each species and product in the Bid Price column for all 

material subject to bidding; and all fill-in blanks must be completed.  If erasures or other changes appear on the forms, each 

erasure or change must be initialed by the person signing the bid.

4. Submission of Sealed Bids (6/11)

Bid forms may be obtained from the Unit Manager.  All bids must be submitted on the bid form and in an envelope clearly 

identified as described in this section.

10. Disclaimer of Estimates and Bidder's Warranty of Inspection (1/11)

Before submitting this bid, the Bidder is advised and cautioned to inspect the sale area, review the requirements of the sale 

contract, and take other steps as may be reasonably necessary to ascertain the location, estimated volumes, construction 

estimates, and operating costs of the proposed sale.  Failure to do so will not relieve the Bidder from responsibility for 

completing the contract.

11. Certification and Chain-of-Custody (10/14)

1.2 - Boundaries

1.2.1 - Painted boundaries (1/14)

2 - Timber Specifications

2.1 - Included Timber

2.1.1 - Clearcut unit(s) with unmerchantable trees (6/14)

Within Payment Unit(s) 1, cut all trees that are two (2) inches or more at DBH, except WHITE PINE.

3 - Payments

3.3 - Pre-measured Sales

3.3.4 - Dividing payment units (7/14)

Payment Unit(s) 1 may be divided at the request of the Purchaser and upon approval of the Unit Manager.  Dividing Payment 

Units is a contract modification which requires a Timber Sale Contract Supplement.

3.4 - Damaged Timber

3.4.1 - Damaged timber (6/14)

General Condition and Requirement 3.4 Damaged Timber, defines liquidated damages for undesignated live merchantable 

trees which are cut or injured.  No damage is acceptable to merchantable trees.  Within the sale area, if more than 5 % of 

trees (> 4.5" DBH) within a specified area of the sale are damaged, liquidated damages will be assessed for all trees 

damaged.  Rates will be in accordance with General Condition and Requirement 3.4 Damaged Timber.

4 - Transportation

4.1 - Construction

4.1.2 - Stream crossings, specific (3/11)

The Creek/River crossing may require the installation of a culvert or portable bridge which may be borrowed from the DNR.  

This installation will be performed in accordance with the specifications on the appropriate permits which shall be provided by 

the DNR.  The purchaser must contact the Unit Manager or his/her representative 90 days prior to beginning operations to 

allow adequate time for bridge installation.  Installation can only occur before freeze-up and after frost laws.

4.1.3 - Slash and earthen piles (8/04)

Piles or windrows of earth along roads and landings that have been widened or constructed shall be leveled.  Slash from road 

maintenance or construction, including stumps, shall be dispersed throughout the sale.

4.1.6 - Road construction (1/09)

Construction of new roads or improvements of existing roads shall be done in such a way as to minimize the environmental 

and visual impacts.  Merchantable trees shall be cut and utilized unless otherwise directed.  Non-merchantable trees shall be 

severed and laid flat on the ground.  Slash shall be scattered, and not left in windrows and kept a minimum of 10 feet back 

from the road edge.  Stumps shall be set upright, not left on edge, and be moved at least 10 feet away from the road edge.  

Disturbed soil shall be feathered into the woods and not left in berms or windrows.

4.2 - Maintenance

4.2.4 - Grading (10/13)

For completion of the sale, state forest roads must be graded.  In general, this will require a road grader or bull dozer to shape 

up the roads after forest products have been hauled off site.  The grading equipment to be used must be approved by the Unit 

Manager or his/her representative.

4.2.5 - Two wheel drive condition (2/04)

All existing trail roads on and adjacent to the sale area must be passable by two-wheel drive traffic for the duration of the 
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sale.

4.4 - Access

4.4.1 - Private property access (3/11)

Permission for access across private land is the responsibility of the Purchaser.  Should the Purchaser desire to cross private 

land, a copy of the written permission from the private land-owner may be required by the DNR.  A copy of the written 

permission from the private landowner must be given to the Unit Manager within 30 days of the bid opening and prior to the 

beginning of operations.

5 - Operations

5.1 - Notification

5.1.1 - Pre-sale conference (10/11)

A pre-sale conference on site between the Purchaser and sale administrator is required prior to beginning any operations to 

determine landing and road locations.  The Unit Manager or his/her representative must be contacted at least 10 days in 

advance to schedule the conference.

5.1.3 - Well heads and natural gas pipelines (7/07)

The Purchaser is responsible for contacting the gas or pipeline company prior to operating equipment in the vicinity of well 

heads or natural gas pipelines.  Written permission is required before harvest operations begin and must be submitted to the 

Unit Manager.

5.1.6 - Utility R.O.W. (1/15)

It is the responsibility of the Purchaser to obtain permission from the utility company to utilize the power line R.O.W. for 

operations.  This is especially important if the sale is accessed across Kondrat Creek.  Wolverine Power will need to be 

notified so they can raise the power lines.

5.2 - Conduct of Operations

5.2.1 - Slash

5.2.1.8 - Slash height (12/08)

No slash or tree tops may exceed 24 inches in height.

5.2.2 - Hazard Trees/Snags

5.2.2.1 - Den trees (2/04)

Obvious hollow and/or den trees shall be protected and left standing unless they are a safety hazard.

5.4 - Soil Protection

5.4.1 - Rutting restriction, general (1/09)

Operations are to cease immediately if equipment and weather conditions result in rutting of roads which is 12 inches or 

greater in depth and 50 feet in length.  The Unit Manager or his/her representative may restrict hauling and/or skidding if ruts 

exceed the specified depth.  With the Unit Manager or his/her representative's approval, the Purchaser may return to the area 

when the risk of rutting has decreased.

5.4.2 - Skid trails (2/04)

Skid trails up and down slopes should be avoided.  If however this is unavoidable, these trails will be left in a non-erodible 

condition using water bars, logs, and slash.  Placing of slash on these skid trails while logging is ongoing may alleviate need for 

any further action.  At the direction of the sale administrator, seed, fertilizer, and mulch may also be required.

6 - Safety and Fire Prevention

6.2 - Signing

6.2.1 - Road posting (9/09)

The Purchaser is responsible for posting and maintaining caution signs on Rienke Road prior to beginning operations.  The 

road must be posted at appropriate distances from the sale area to warn of logging activity and truck traffic.  Signs must be 

removed when harvest operations are suspended or completed.  The Purchaser will provide these signs.

1 - Sale Area

1.2 - Boundaries

1.2.1 - Painted boundaries (1/14)

The sale boundary and Payment Unit boundaries are marked and identified by blue, red and/or yellow paint.  Exterior sale 

boundary lines against private property are marked with blue paint.  Exterior sale boundary lines against state are marked with 

red paint.  Interior Payment Unit boundaries are marked with yellow paint.  Yellow painted trees designating an interior 

Payment Unit boundary are only to be cut when all surrounding Payment Units have been paid.   Do not cut trees marked 

with red or blue paint.

2 - Timber Specifications

2.1 - Included Timber

2.1.1 - Clearcut unit(s) with unmerchantable trees (6/14)

Within Payment Unit(s) 1-7, cut all trees that are two (2) inches or more at DBH.  Retention areas are also marked out with 

red paint and no cutting is allowed in those designated areas as noted on the map.

2.1.11 - Description of timber note (2/04)

Note that mixed hardwood consists of red maple, sugar maple, black cherry, and a minor amount of basswood.  Mixed 

softwood includes balsam fir, black spruce, and some white cedar.

2.2 - Utilization

2.2.8 - Utilization and removal (5/14)

Retain on site 1/6 to 1/3 of the slash from harvested trees (tree tops and limbs less than four inches in diameter).  This is 

because of Woody Biomass requirements.

3 - Payments

3.3 - Pre-measured Sales

3.3.4 - Dividing payment units (7/14)

Payment Unit(s) may be divided at the request of the Purchaser and upon approval of the Unit Manager.  Dividing Payment 

Units is a contract modification which requires a Timber Sale Contract Supplement.

3.6 - Payment Unit Cutting Schedule

3.6.2 - One active unit (12/08)

Each Payment Unit must be completed to the satisfaction of the Unit Manager or his/her representative before the next unit 

may be opened.

4 - Transportation

4.1 - Construction

4.1.2 - Stream crossings, specific (3/11)

The intermittent stream crossings and/or wet spots along the access trail may require the use of a temporary logging mat, 

corduroy, and/or culvert.  If a culvert is needed, the DNR will provide the culvert and obtain any required permits.  The logger 

will be responsible for the installation of the culvert under the direct supervision of the DNR representative.  The logger will 

also be responsible for providing the logging mat and/or corduroy material from tree boles/limbs.  Upon sale completion, the 

logging mat will be removed and the corduroy materials will be left to stabilize eroded sites as fill.  Variances from these 

specifications will be considered with Unit Manager approval.

4.1.3 - Slash and earthen piles (8/04)

Piles or windrows of earth along roads and landings that have been widened or constructed shall be leveled.  Slash from road 

maintenance or construction, including stumps, shall be dispersed throughout the sale.

4.1.6 - Road construction (1/09)

Construction of new roads or improvements of existing roads shall be done in such a way as to minimize the environmental 

and visual impacts.  Merchantable trees shall be cut and utilized unless otherwise directed.  Non-merchantable trees shall be

4.1.7 - Road closure (10/11)

All new roads built into the sale must be blocked to vehicle traffic upon completion of the sale.  In general, this will require 

constructing a four (4') foot high berm of stumps and logs covered with earth.  Contact the sale administrator for specific 

details of design and placement.

4.2 - Maintenance

4.2.4 - Grading (10/13)

For completion of the sale, state forest roads must be graded.  In general, this will require a road grader or bull dozer to shape 

up the roads after forest products have been hauled off site.  The grading equipment to be used must be approved by the Unit 

Manager or his/her representative.

5 - Operations

5.1 - Notification

5.1.1 - Pre-sale conference (10/11)

A pre-sale conference between the Purchaser and sale administrator is required prior to beginning any operations to 

determine landing and road locations.  The Unit Manager or his/her representative must be contacted at least 10 days in 

advance to schedule the conference.

5.1.4 - Post-sale conference (6/11)

A post-sale conference on site between the Purchaser and sale administrator is required prior to the completion of active 

logging operations to determine clean-up and repair of landings, road edges, and the fulfillment of other contract specifications.

5.2 - Conduct of Operations

5.2.1 - Slash

5.2.1.1 - Slash within sale area (2/04)

No trees are to be felled outside the sale area and all slash is to be kept at least 10 feet back from the blue paint line.

5.2.17 - Crane Mats/Timber Mats (10/14)

If available, Crane Mats/Timber Mats may be borrowed from the DNR and are located at the Marquette ICC and the 

Grayling Field Office.  Contact the sale administrator for specific details.  A Timber Sale Contract Supplement will be used to 

document the Purchaser’s use of the DNR’s Crane Mats/Timber Mats.  It is the responsibility of the Purchaser to contact the 

sale administrator to schedule pick up and drop off.  In addition, all mats must be cleaned prior to drop off.  A charge of 

$350.00.will be assessed for all damaged or non-returned mats.  Damage is defined as misuse resulting in three or more 

broken cants.

5.2.29 - Shrub protection (9/07)

Do not cut or damage apple trees, hawthorn, witch-hazel, dogwood or juneberry.  These woody-shrub plants are highly 

beneficial to various wildlife species.

5.2.41 - Snowmobile trail protection (9/11)

The snowmobile trail is shown on the Timber Sale Map.  Do not cut or damage posts with orange trail markers or traffic 

control signs.  If the trail is used, it must be maintained and restored to a condition equal to or better than before the sale.  If 

the trail road is to be used for hauling during the snowmobile season, then a snow covered base must be left on the trail.  It 

may be necessary to re-route the trail during the logging operation which needs to be approved by the Unit Manager in 

advance.
