2. Bidder's Qualifications (10/22)

If all or part of a timber sale was prepared by a private contractor, the contractor and that contractor’s company are not 

permitted to bid on the timber sale.  A person must be 18 years of age or older to purchase timber.  Permanent 

employees of the Department of Natural Resources or members of their immediate household may not bid.   Former 

employees, in the permanent or seasonal class, may not bid until 3 months after the last day of active duty.  Bids will 

not be accepted from individuals or companies appearing on the DNR/FRD No-Bid List.  This list contains the names 

of purchasers who previously failed to execute a contract within 21-days or who have a history of poor performance.

3. Preparation of Sealed Bids (5/16)

Bid Forms may be completed online thru Michigan DNR Timber Sale Online Bidding (OLB) at 

www.michigan.gov/timberbidding or by completing the hardcopy Bid Form found in the Timber Sale Prospectus .  

Hardcopy Bid Forms shall be manually signed in ink.  Registration in OLB is considered your ‘signature’ for all bids 

submitted thru that system.  Bid prices must be entered for each species and product in the Bid Price column for all 

material subject to bidding and all fill-in blanks must be completed.  If erasures or other changes appear on the 

hardcopy Bid Form, each erasure or change must be initialed by the person signing the bid.

4. Submission of Sealed Bids (5/16)

7. Down Payment (1/11)

The Bidder to whom award is made must make a down payment within 21 days of the sale award.  The amount of the 

down payment will be calculated as shown in the Bond and Payment Schedule of this prospectus.  Only cash may be 

used to meet this requirement.

8. Performance Security (1/11)

As guarantee of faithful performance, a cash bond, certificate of deposit, surety bond or irrevocable letter of credit 

(LOC) is required within 21 days of the sale award. The amount of the performance security is shown in the Bond and 
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Payment Schedule of this prospectus.  If an LOC or surety is used, the coverage must extend for at least 6 months

9. Worker’s Compensation (10/22)

contract.  Within 21 days of the date of the award letter, the bidder must sign the contract and provide the required 

down payment, performance security, and verification of worker’s disability compensation.

1 - Sale Area

1.2 - Boundaries

1.2.1 - Painted Boundaries (9/19)

The sale boundary and Payment Unit boundaries are marked and identified by blue, red and purple paint.  Exterior sale 

boundary lines against private property are marked with blue paint.  Exterior sale boundary lines against state are marked with 

red paint except for a portion of Payment Unit 4 is identified with purple paint around the 330' stick nest buffer as identified on 

the Timber Sale Map.  Interior Payment Unit boundary for Payment Unit 3 was marked with red X's and the interior Payment 

Unit boundary for Payment Unit 4 was marked with purple paint as identified on the Timber Sale Map.  Retention patches are 

marked with red paint; no harvesting activities may occur within these areas.  The painted boundary line trees are not 

Included Timber and are to be protected unless marked with orange paint.

2 - Timber Specifications

2.1 - Included Timber

2.1.3 - Cut Tree Marked Unit(s) (12/08)

Within Payment Unit(s) 1, 2, and 4, all trees are designated for cutting when marked with orange paint above and below stump 

height, regardless of merchantability.

2.1.4 - Designated Timber Unit(s) (6/17)

Within Payment Unit(s) 3, red pine, dead or alive, is designated for cutting, regardless of merchantability.

2.1.11 - Description of Timber Note (2/04)

Note that a minor component of aspen was marked to cut in Payment Unit 1 that was not captured in the cruise volume.

2.2 - Utilization

2.2.3 - Stump Heights (12/24)

Stump heights within the Sale Area shall not exceed six (6) inches for all trees.  A written waiver of this requirement may be 

obtained if wet summer weather makes winter logging necessary.

2.2.5 - Limbed Tree Skidding (12/24)

The skidding of whole trees or tree segments with limbs attached is prohibited, unless approved by the Unit Manager or 

his/her representative.

3 - Payments

3.3 - Pre-measured Sales

3.3.4 - Dividing Payment Units (7/14)

Payment Unit(s) 1 may be divided at the request of the Purchaser and upon approval of the Unit Manager.  Dividing Payment 

Units is a contract modification which requires a Timber Sale Contract Amendment.

3.4 - Damaged Timber

3.4.1 - Damaged Timber (12/24)

General Condition and Requirement 3.4 Damaged Timber, defines liquidated damages for undesignated live merchantable 

trees which are cut or injured.  In addition, within Payment Unit 3 reasonable care should be taken to avoid damage to tree 

seedlings and saplings.  

No damage is acceptable to undesignated live merchantable trees.  Within the Sale Area, if more than 10% of trees (> 4.5" 

DBH) within a specified area of the sale are damaged, liquidated damages will be assessed for all trees damaged.  Rates will 

be in accordance with General Condition and Requirement 3.4 Damaged Timber.

4 - Transportation
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4.1 - Construction

4.1.6 - Road Construction (4/24)

Construction of new roads or improvements of existing roads shall be done in such a way as to minimize the environmental 

and visual impacts.  Merchantable trees shall be cut and utilized unless otherwise directed.  Non-merchantable trees shall be 

severed and laid flat on the ground.  Slash shall be scattered, not left in windrows, and kept a minimum of 10 feet back from 

the road edge.  Stumps shall be set upright, not left on edge, and be moved at least 10 feet away from the road edge.  

Disturbed soil shall be feathered into the woods and not left in berms or windrows.

4.1.7 - Road Closure (10/11)

All new roads built into the sale must be blocked to vehicle traffic upon completion of the sale.  Overgrown roads that are 

reopened shall be considered new roads.  In general, this will require constructing a four (4') foot high berm of stumps and 

logs covered with earth.  Stumps and brush must be placed along the remainder of the trail.  These roads must be rendered 

impassable to cars and trucks.  All stumps from road building and landing construction must be reserved to block any newly 

constructed roads upon completion of the sale.  These stumps must be scattered along the road system to prohibit vehicular 

movement.  Contact the Sale Administrator for specific details of design and placement.

4.1.11 - Permits (2/12)

The Purchaser will secure any necessary permits that may be required.

4.2 - Maintenance

4.2.5 - Two Wheel Drive Condition (2/04)

All existing trail roads on and adjacent to the Sale Area must be passable by two-wheel drive traffic for the duration of the 

sale.

5 - Operations

5.1 - Notification

5.1.3 - Well Heads and Natural Gas Pipelines (11/15)

The Purchaser is responsible for contacting the gas or pipeline company prior to operating equipment in the vicinity of well 

heads or natural gas pipelines.  Contact DTE at (231) 258-3750 to coordinate operations if needs to operate within the cleared 

pipeline corridor on the east edge of Payment Unit 1.

5.2 - Conduct of Operations

5.2.3 - Operating Restrictions

5.2.3.1 - Operating Restrictions (9/11)

Within Payment Unit(s) 4, unless changed by written agreement, cutting, skidding, and hauling are not permitted during the 

period of March 15 to July 15.  This restriction is because an of the presence of an occupied hawk nest.

5.2.3.3 - Bark Slippage Restriction (3/09)

Within Payment Unit(s) 1, 2, and 4, unless approved by the Sale Administrator, cutting and skidding are not permitted 

during the period of April 15 to July 15.  This restriction is because of bark slippage.

5.2.3.6 - Bark Beetle Restriction (1/25)

In the event drought creates a high risk of pine bark beetle infestation, pine is not to be cut during the period March 1 

through July 1, unless all portions of trees greater than two (2) inches in diameter are removed from the Sale Area, 

reduced to chips, or treated to the satisfaction of the Unit Manager or his/her representative, within 15 days of being 

severed from the stump.

1 - Sale Area

1.2 - Boundaries

1.2.1 - Painted Boundaries (9/19)

The sale boundary and Payment Unit boundaries are marked and identified by blue, red and yellow paint, as well as roads.  

Exterior sale boundary lines against private property are marked with blue paint.  Exterior sale boundary lines against state are 

marked with red paint.  Interior Payment Unit boundaries are marked with yellow paint, with the exception of some sale 

boundaries that are unpainted and designated by existing roads as shown on the Timber Sale Map.  Retention patches are 

marked with red paint; no harvesting activities may occur within these areas.  The painted boundary line trees are not 

Included Timber and are to be protected.

2 - Timber Specifications

2.1 - Included Timber

2.1.1 - Clearcut Unit(s) with Unmerchantable Trees (6/14)

Within Payment Unit(s) 1, 2, 4, and 5, cut all trees that are two (2) inches or more at DBH, except do not cut trees that are 26 

inches or more at DBH.  

Special protection trees identified in accordance with condition 3.4.2. within clearcutting unit boundaries, are not included 

timber and are to be protected.

2.1.5 - Overstory Removal Unit(s) (8/11)

Within Payment Unit(s) 3, all trees which meet minimum piece specifications in 2.2 Utilization, are designated for cutting.  

Special protection trees identified in accordance with condition 3.4.2, within clearcutting unit boundaries, are not Included 

Timber and are to be protected.

2.2 - Utilization

2.2.2 - Chipping required (2/18)

This area, Payment Unit(s) 1-5, must be chip harvested to meet National Guard requirements.  However, the chipping 

requirement could be waived with military approval, if chip markets are depressed.  The Purchaser has the option to produce 

sawlogs or pulpwood bolts, but the remaining portion of the trees must be chipped and hauled.  The requirement to retain 

approximately 1/6 to 1/3 of tree tops and limbs less than four inches in diameter does not apply (G.C. & R. 2.2).  This is 

because this is non-certified military land.

2.2.3 - Stump heights (4/07)

Stump heights within the Sale Area shall not exceed 6 inches for all trees.  This is in order to facilitate military requirements.

3 - Payments

3.4 - Damaged Timber

3.4.1 - Damaged timber (7/16)

General Condition and Requirement 3.4 Damaged Timber, defines liquidated damages for undesignated live merchantable 

trees which are cut or injured.  In addition, care should be taken to avoid damage to tree seedlings and saplings.  Within 

Payment Unit 3, if more than 30% of the tree seedlings or saplings (1/4" to 4.5" DBH) within a specified portion of the Sale 

Area are damaged, liquidated damages will be assessed at $400 per acre for all acreage within that specified portion of the 

Sale Area that was damaged.  Trees cut cleanly for skid trails will not count as damaged.

3.4.2 - Special Protection Trees (1/25)

The Purchaser shall not cut live or dead special protection trees within cutting units or clearings.  Special protection trees are 

marked with orange paint or any trees over 26" DBH.  If Purchaser's operations have cut or damaged special protection trees 

through carelessness, the Purchaser shall pay $500 as fixed, agreed and liquidated damages for each special protection tree 
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cut or damaged.  Such payment does not constitute ownership of the undesignated timber.

4 - Transportation

4.1 - Construction

4.1.3 - Slash and Earthen Piles (8/04)

Piles or windrows of earth along roads and landings that have been widened or constructed shall be leveled.  Slash from road 

maintenance or construction, including stumps, shall be chipped, utilized, or otherwise removed from the sale.

4.1.6 - Road Construction (4/24)

Improvements of existing roads shall be done in such a way as to minimize the environmental and visual impacts.  

Merchantable trees shall be cut and utilized unless otherwise directed.  Non-merchantable trees shall be severed and laid flat 

on the ground.  Slash shall be chipped, utilized, or otherwise removed from the sale.  Stumps shall be set upright, not left on 

edge, and be moved at least 10 feet away from the road edge.  Disturbed soil shall be feathered into the woods and not left in 

berms or windrows.

4.1.7 - Road Closure (10/11)

All new roads built into the sale must be blocked to vehicle traffic upon completion of the sale.  Overgrown roads that are 

reopened shall be considered new roads.  Some existing roads may also need to be closed.  In general, this will require 

constructing a four (4') foot high berm of stumps and logs covered with earth.  These roads must be rendered impassable to 

cars and trucks.  All stumps from road building and landing construction must be reserved to block any newly constructed 

roads upon completion of the sale.  These stumps must be scattered along the road system to prohibit vehicular movement.  

Temporary berms may be required if no sale activity occurs for 30 or more consecutive days.  Contact the Sale Administrator 

for specific details of design and placement.

4.2 - Maintenance

4.2.1 - Hauling Restriction (12/08)

Hauling may be restricted on forest roads by the Unit Manager or his/her representative.  The restriction may be placed on 

forest road accessing Payment Unit 3 from the east, and may occur during wet weather conditions.

5 - Operations

5.1 - Notification

5.1.4 - Post-Sale Conference (10/16)

A post-sale conference on site between the Purchaser and sale administrator is required 5 days prior to the completion of 

active logging operations to determine clean-up and repair of landings, road edges, and the fulfillment of other contract 

specifications.

5.1.5 - National Guard notification (2/15)

This sale is upon lands utilized for training by the Michigan National Guard - Camp Grayling.  A minimum of five (5) business 

days prior to opening this sale, the producer must request that the sale administrator contact the military for information 

regarding training plans that may impact sale operations.

5.1.6 - Utility R.O.W. (4/19)

It is the responsibility of the Purchaser to obtain permission from the utility company to utilize the power line R.O.W. for 

operations.

5.2 - Conduct of Operations

5.2.2 - Hazard Trees/Snags

5.2.2.1 - Den Trees (10/16)

Obvious hollow and/or den trees shall be protected and left standing unless they are a safety hazard.

5.2.3 - Operating Restrictions

5.2.3.5 - Oak Wilt Restriction (1/18)

Within Payment Unit(s) 3-5, unless changed by written agreement, cutting, skidding, hauling within the sale and brushing 

of access roads to the sale are not permitted during the period of April 15 to July 15.  Operations may be allowed if 
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specific steps are taken to prevent damaging uncut oak during the high-risk period.  Those steps may include completing 

all road brushing before April 15 and clearing a tree-length buffer along uncut oak cover before April 15.  This is 

necessary to reduce the spread of oak wilt.  For more information, contact the Unit Manager or his/her representative.

5.2.3.7 - National Guard training restriction (1/09)

Operations on this contract may not be allowed during National Guard training operations.  Typically, the restricted period 

is from May 1 to October 31.  The contractor must check with the Unit Manager who will coordinate the cutting schedule 

with the Military.

5.2.4 - Dead and Down Creation

5.2.4.4 - Dead and Down Creation, Grouse (6/18)

To encourage grouse and other wildlife, in Payment Unit(s) 1 and 2 leave  one 12-inch or larger diameter (or largest 

diameter trees within stand) whole tree on the ground for every 2 acres, preferably a hardwood species such as oak or 

maple or if no hardwoods are present, a pine species (white or red).  These trees will be evenly scattered throughout the 

unit, preferably at least two chains from any roads, two-tracks, or trails open to vehicles.  This can be an unmerchantable 

piece or a full tree.

5.2.17 - Timber Mats and Interlocking Composite Mats (5/23)

Some roads or skid trails may require extra protection such as that afforded by timber mats, interlocking composite mats, or 

another approved system.  Approximately 75 feet of road or trail may need extra protection in Aspen stand between Payment 

Units 3 and 4.  If available, mats may be borrowed from the DNR.  A Timber Sale Contract Amendment will be used to 

document the Purchaser’s use of the DNR’s mats.  Contact the Sale Administrator regarding availability and pick-up.  Timber 

mats are available from various field offices.  Composite mats are only available from the Grayling field office and the 

Marquette ICC.  The Purchaser is responsible for picking up and hauling the mats to and from the site.  The composite mats 

will require DNR staff onsite for installation and removal.  Contact the Sale Administrator to schedule at least 30 days before 

desired install/removal date.  All mats must be cleaned prior to drop off.  This may include, but is not limited to, power 

washing and brushing to remove mud and debris.  A charge of $700.00 per timber mat and $2,000.00 per composite mat will 

be assessed for all damaged or non-returned mats.  Damage for the crane/timber mats is defined as three or more broken 

cants.  Damage for the composite mats is defined as cracked or broken mats.

5.2.29 - Shrub Protection (1/20)

Reasonable care should be taken to avoid cutting hawthorn, dogwood or juneberry.  These woody-shrub plants are highly 

beneficial to various wildlife species.

5.2.32 - Decking/Landing Restoration (9/13)

All decking and landing areas must have the surface area restored to a condition equal to or better than before.  This is to 

ensure the proper regeneration of the stand.  Wood debris, chips and "cookies" from trimmings must be removed or scattered 

away from landing and loading areas and may not be windrowed on the edge.

5.2.43 - Opening Protection (2/21)

No activities are permitted in openings marked on the Timber Sale Map with the letter "G".  Any damage to the openings shall 

be repaired according to specifications of the Unit Manager or his/her representative.

5.8 - Protection of Endangered Species

5.8.5 - Protection of Raptor Nests (3/13)

All trees with raptor nests will be protected if found during harvesting operations.  Notification will be made to the Unit 

Manager or his/her representative who will notify the Wildlife Biologist so an onsite evaluation and recommendation can be 

made, if necessary.

6 - Safety and Fire Prevention

6.2 - Signing

6.2.1 - Road Posting (10/20)

The Purchaser is responsible for posting and maintaining caution signs on County Road 612 and Kinney Road prior to 

beginning operations.  The road must be posted at appropriate distances from the Sale Area to warn of logging activity and 

truck traffic.  Signs must be removed when harvest operations are suspended or completed.  The Purchaser will provide these 

signs.
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7 - Other Conditions

7.10 - Certified Timber

7.10.1 - Non-Certified Timber (2/16)

The area encompassed by this timber sale is not certified to the standards of the Forest Stewardship Council (FSC) or the 

Sustainable Forestry Initiative (SFI).  Forest products from this sale may not be delivered to the mill as "FSC and / or SFI 

certified".  The lands within this sale are managed for military training.

Exterior sale boundary lines against private property are marked with blue paint.  Exterior sale boundary lines against state are 

marked with red paint, with the exception of the sale boundary adjacent to County Road 612, which is unpainted and 

designated by the road, and the western boundary of Payment Units 1 and 4, which are unpainted and designated by the 

clearcut and existing forest road.  Interior Payment Unit boundaries are marked with yellow paint.  Retention patches are 

marked with red paint; no harvesting activities may occur within these areas.  The painted boundary line trees are not 

Included Timber and are to be protected.  Yellow painted trees designating an interior Payment Unit boundary are only to be 

cut when all surrounding Payment Units have been paid.

2 - Timber Specifications

2.1 - Included Timber

2.1.1 - Clearcut Unit(s) with Unmerchantable Trees (6/14)

Within Payment Unit(s) 2-3 and 6-8, cut all trees that are two (2) inches or more at DBH, except within Payment Units 2-3, 

do not cut any white oak.

2.1.2 - Clearcut Unit(s) w/o Unmerchantable Trees (8/11)

Within Payment Unit(s) 1 and 4-5, cut all trees which meet minimum piece specifications in 2.2 Utilization.

2.2 - Utilization

2.2.2 - Chipping required (2/18)

This area must be chip harvested to meet National Guard requirements.  However, the chipping requirement could be waived 

with military approval, if chip markets are depressed.  The Purchaser has the option to produce sawlogs or pulpwood bolts, but 

the remaining portion of the trees must be chipped and hauled.  The requirement to retain approximately 1/6 to 1/3 of tree tops 

and limbs less than four inches in diameter does not apply (G. C. & R. 2.2).

2.2.3 - Stump heights (4/07)

Stump heights within the Sale Area shall not exceed 6 inches for all trees.  This is in order to facilitate military requirements.

3 - Payments

3.4 - Damaged Timber

3.4.1 - Damaged timber (7/16)

General Condition and Requirement 3.4 Damaged Timber, defines liquidated damages for undesignated live merchantable 

trees which are cut or injured.  In addition, reasonable care should be taken to avoid damage to tree seedlings and saplings 

within Payment Units 1 and 4-5.  Within Payment Units 1, 4, and 5, if more than 30% of the tree seedlings or saplings (1/4" to 

4.5" DBH) within a specified portion of the Sale Area are damaged, liquidated damages will be assessed at $400 per acre for 

all acreage within that specified portion of the Sale Area that was damaged.  

Trees cut cleanly for skid trails and operability will not count as damaged.  Within Payment Units 2 and 3, if more than 5% of 

trees (>4.5" DBH) within a specified area of the sale are damaged, liquidated damages will be assessed for all trees damaged.  

Rates will be in accordance with General Condition and Requirement 3.4 Damaged Timber.

4 - Transportation

4.1 - Construction

4.1.3 - Slash and Earthen Piles (8/04)

Piles or windrows of earth along roads and landings that have been widened or constructed shall be leveled.  Slash from road 
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maintenance or construction, including stumps, shall be chipped, utilized or otherwise removed from the sale.

4.1.6 - Road Construction (4/24)

Construction of new roads or improvements of existing roads shall be done in such a way as to minimize the environmental 

and visual impacts.  Merchantable trees shall be cut and utilized unless otherwise directed.  Non-merchantable trees shall be 

severed and laid flat on the ground.  Slash shall be chipped, utilized or otherwise removed from the sale.  Stumps shall be set 

upright, not left on edge, and be moved at least 10 feet away from the road edge.  Disturbed soil shall be feathered into the 

woods and not left in berms or windrows.

4.1.7 - Road Closure (10/11)

All new roads built into the sale must be blocked to vehicle traffic upon completion of the sale.  Overgrown roads that are 

reopened shall be considered new roads.  Some existing roads may also need to be closed.  In general, this will require 

constructing a four (4') foot high berm of stumps and logs covered with earth.  These roads must be rendered impassable to 

cars and trucks.  All stumps from road building and landing construction must be reserved to block any newly constructed 

roads upon completion of the sale.  These stumps must be scattered along the road system to prohibit vehicular movement.

5 - Operations

5.1 - Notification

5.1.4 - Post-Sale Conference (10/16)

specifications.

5.1.5 - National Guard notification (2/15)

This sale is upon lands utilized for training by the Michigan National Guard - Camp Grayling.  A minimum of five (5) business 

days prior to opening this sale, the producer must request that the sale administrator contact the military for information 

regarding training plans that may impact sale operations.

5.1.6 - Utility R.O.W. (4/19)

It is the responsibility of the Purchaser to obtain permission from the utility company to utilize the power line R.O.W. for 

operations.

5.2 - Conduct of Operations

5.2.2 - Hazard Trees/Snags

5.2.2.1 - Den Trees (10/16)

Obvious hollow and/or den trees shall be protected and left standing unless they are a safety hazard.

5.2.3 - Operating Restrictions

5.2.3.5 - Oak Wilt Restriction (1/18)

Within Payment Units 1-8, unless changed by written agreement, cutting, skidding, hauling within the sale and brushing of 

access roads to the sale are not permitted during the period of April 15 to July 15.  Operations may be allowed if specific 

steps are taken to prevent damaging uncut oak during the high-risk period.  Those steps may include completing all road 

brushing before April 15 and clearing a tree-length buffer along uncut oak cover before April 15.  This is necessary to 

reduce the spread of oak wilt.  For more information, contact the Unit Manager or his/her representative.

5.2.3.7 - National Guard training restriction (1/09)

Operations on this contract may not be allowed during National Guard training operations.  Typically, the restricted period 

is from May 1 to October 31.  The contractor must check with the Unit Manager who will coordinate the cutting schedule 

with the Military.  All harvest equipment and timber products must be removed from the sale area during the period of 

May 1 to October 31.

5.2.29 - Shrub Protection (1/20)

Reasonable care should be taken to avoid cutting hawthorn or juneberry.  These woody-shrub plants are highly beneficial to 

various wildlife species.
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5.2.32 - Decking/Landing Restoration (9/13)

All decking and landing areas must have the surface area restored to a condition equal to or better than before.  This is to 

ensure the proper regeneration of the stand.  Wood debris, chips and "cookies" from trimmings must be removed or scattered 

away from landing and loading areas and may not be windrowed on the edge.

5.2.38 - No Decking Against Live Trees (2/04)

Cut products may not be decked against unmarked or designated leave trees.

5.8 - Protection of Endangered Species

5.8.5 - Protection of Raptor Nests (3/13)

Payment Unit 3 has a stick nest and will need to be evaluated by Wildlife Biologist.  If nest is determined to be active, removal 

of acres amendment will be needed, and the unit will be removed from the Sale Area.  All trees with raptor nests will be 

protected if found during harvesting operations.  Notification will be made to the Unit Manager or his/her representative who 

will notify the Wildlife Biologist so an onsite evaluation and recommendation can be made, if necessary.  An additional zone of 

five chains (ten chains total centered on the active nest tree) will be established in which there is no management activity from 

March 15 to July 15.  Limit biomass harvesting and chipping operations within this ten-chain zone, retain the maximum 

one-third of residues per the Woody Biomass Harvesting Guidelines (Michigan DNR 2010).  Nests determined to be inactive 

will be protected with a one-chain no-harvest buffer.

6 - Safety and Fire Prevention

6.2 - Signing

6.2.1 - Road Posting (10/20)

The Purchaser is responsible for posting and maintaining caution signs on County Road 612 prior to beginning operations.  The 

road must be posted at appropriate distances from the Sale Area to warn of logging activity and truck traffic.  Signs must be 

removed when harvest operations are suspended or completed.  The Purchaser will provide these signs.

7 - Other Conditions

7.10 - Certified Timber

7.10.1 - Non-Certified Timber (2/16)
