Identified Planning Goals:
The main goal in this compartment is to conduct multiple resource management for the good of the citizens of the State of
Michigan.

Soil and topography:
The compartment is predominately located on low ground composed of a Negwegon-Algonquin-Lupton complex. The
topography of the compartment is mainly level with a large number of small pot hole type low areas dominated by tag-
alder and full of water in wet seasons.

Ownership Patterns, Development, and Land Use in and Around the Compartment:

This compartment is part of a large area which is predominately state land. The land use in the area comes from hunters
and trappers.

Unique Natural Features:
Some species are present in and around the compartment.

Archeological, Historical, and Cultural Features:
None known.

Special Management Designations or Considerations:

Wildlife Habitat Considerations:
This compartment is an excellent opportunity to manage for wildlife. It is part of a multiple compartment, large scale block
of public land providing contiguous wildlife pathways that are necessary for many of our large game animals such as black
bear. Habitat components of heavy aspen provide food and cover for multiple species at a variety of age classes. We are
working to maintain a good age rotation of aspen in this compartment as well as adjacent compartments. Species which
benefit from our management include white-tailed deer, black bear, ruffed grouse, woodcock, and many other game and
non-game species.

This compartment fall within a very poorly drained pitted outwash plain. The predicted Kotar habitat type is primarily
PArVCo/PArVVb indicating a poor soil nutrient regime and mesic soil moisture regime. Circa 1800 land cover was
primarily cedar swamp but the area was also part of a very large burn and windfall that is documented in the GLO notes.
Wildlife considerations for this compartment primarily focused on managing early successional habitat where opportunity
exists; protecting the biological integrity in lowland systems; and enhancing habitat conditions by allowing for opportunity
for mesic and lowland conifer maintenance and restoration, as well as snag and coarse-woody debris enhancement.

Mineral Resource and Development Concerns and/or Restrictions
Sections 5, 8, & 17, T31N R5E, Alpena County
Surface sediments consist of peat and muck. The glacial drift thickness varies between 50 and 100 feet. Beneath the
glacial drift are the Devonian Antrim Shale and Traverse Group. The Antrim and Traverse are quarried for clay/shale and
limestone/cement products near Alpena. Gravel pits are not located in this area and potential is limited. The closest pit is
in Hillman to the southwest. The majority of the compartment is covered by wetlands. This area has had no drilling for oil
and gas. Active Antrim Shale development is occurring one mile south of the compartment. The Antrim Shale is pinching
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out in this area and production is unlikely. There are no State oil and gas leases in the area.

Vehicle Access:

The vehicle access into this compartment is restricted do to the wet soils in the area. Many of the existing two-tracks have
been closed to all vehicles because of severe soil damage in the wet seasons. There is access to three areas by good
roads. Long Rapids Road runs along the north boundary, MCconnaughey Road provides access to the west side and the
abandoned railroad grade a high ground corridor for walking and is open for snowmobile travel in the winter.

Recreational Facilities and Opportunities:

There are many opportunities for hunting, bird and wildlife viewing in the area. The railroad grade in the southern portion
of the compartment is a snowmobile trail.

Fire Protection:

Fire response to the compartment will be covered by the Alpena DNR office as well as the Hillman Township Fire
Department. Fire potential is limited do to the wet soils in the area.
