Oil and gas well sites are scattered throughout the compartment. Surrounding private ownership is mostly used as hunting 
property.

This has a larger stand of Cedar with streams running through it. Surrounded by higher elevation areas dominated by 
hardwoods.

Make sure no timber harvesting takes place within 150 feet of streams.

This compartment is an excellent opportunity to manage for wildlife. It is part of a multiple compartment, large scale block of 
public land providing contiguous wildlife pathways that are necessary for many of our large game animals such as elk and 
black bear. This compartment also contains the Green Swamp ERA, which provides essential habitat to species such as 
the eastern massasauga rattlesnake. Habitat components of aspen and oak provide food and cover for multiple species at 
a variety of age classes. We are working to maintain oak and other mast producing trees as well as keep a good age 
rotation of aspen in this compartment as well as adjacent compartments. Species which benefit from our management 
include elk, white-tailed deer, black bear, ruffed grouse, woodcock, and many other game and non-game species.

Sections 2-6, T30N R1E, Montmorency County
There is no metallic mineral potential in this part of the state. The nearest sand/gravel pit is located more than two miles to 
the south. Sand and gravel potential appears to be good within the compartment. Most of the state minerals in the 
compartment are currently leased and held by production. Production consists of oil and gas from the Silurian Guelph 
(Niagaran) reefs and the Antrim Shale.

Such streams are established by Director's action and 
designated as trout resources by Fisheries Order 210.

Riparian 
communities are ecologically and socially significant in their effects on water quality and quantity, as well 
as aesthetics, habitat, bank stability, timber production, and their contribution to overall biodiversity.

Element Occurrences with viability ranks of A 
(Excellent) or B (Good) and a Global (G) or State (S) element (rarity) ranking of endangered (1), 
threatened (2), or rare (3) serve as an initial base of ERAs. They may be located upon any ownership in 
the State.

The public may 
submit recommendations for lands as ERAs using the DNR Conservation Area Recommendation Form.
