To provide for the protection, integrated management and responsible use of a healthy, productive, and undiminished 
forest resource base for the social, recreational, environmental, and economic benefit of the State of Michigan.  Harvests 
prescribed will help to balance the age classes of aspen and other deciduous covertypes to sustainably produce various 
timber products, enhance game and non-game wildlife habitat and provide for forest-based recreational uses.  

Soils are primarily well drained and loamy sands.  The topography of the compartment is primarily level with some minor 
areas of rolling and hilly terrain.  Old Baldy (Island Hill) contains the steepest terrain.  The Green Swamp ERA contains the 
most flat terrain in the lowland.  The compartment is predominately aspen, northern hardwood, and lowland conifer cover 
types.  Forest habitat types are primarily dominated by AFO, PArVVb, and unclassified lowland.

Some privately held land within Sections 22 and 27 is being recommended for acquisition to add acreage to the Greens 
Swamp ERA, consolidate state ownership, and improve trout management and access along the East Branch River.  Most 
development around the compartment is limited due to the Green Swamp.  There are a few oil and gas wells scattered 
throughout the compartment.  Hunting and ORV use are the primary recreational activities.  A few privately owned hunting 
camps lie adjacent to the compartment.

Rare and endanger species present.  Contact Michigan Natural Features Inventory for more information or reporting.

No known sites exist.  Contact the State Historical Preservation Office for more information or reporting of new sites.

Green Swamp ERA, Rich Conifer Swamp SCA, and Dedicated Habitat Area for Eastern Massasauga Rattlesnake.  Follow 
current management guidelines when harvesting within or near these features. 

East Branch Black River (EBBR) should be protected to continue to provide top quality fishing for a variety of trout.  Recent 
habitat improvement projects for trout fishing have been completed in this area.  Follow BMP guidance and maintain a 
300ft minimum buffer for clearcuts along the EBBR.

This compartment is an excellent opportunity to manage for wildlife. It is part of a multiple compartment, large scale block 
of public land providing contiguous wildlife pathways that are necessary for many of our large game animals such as elk 
and black bear. This compartment also contains the Green Swamp ERA, which provides essential habitat to species such 
as the eastern massasauga rattlesnake. Habitat components of aspen, cedar swamp, and openings provide food or cover 
for multiple species at a variety of age classes. Species which benefit from our management include elk, white-tailed deer, 
black bear, ruffed grouse, woodcock, and many other game and non-game species.

An active sand/gravel pit is located two miles to the southeast, and sand & gravel potential appears to be good within the 
compartment, though development could be limited by a shallow water table in places. This area is leased and has been 
developed for the Antrim Shale. There is low potential for additional future oil & gas development. There is no known 
metallic mineral potential in this part of the state.
