The main goal in this compartment is to conduct multiple resource management.

Soil and topography:
The topography of the compartment is rolling hills with some low ground mixed through-out and the dominate cover types
are Aspen & Oak.

Ownership Patterns, Development, and Land Use in and Around the Compartment:

The compartment has a few private parcels scattered in the southern half. The compartment has some recreational use
by ORVs & snowmobiles and receives a large amount of Antrim gas development.

No concerns at this time.

Wildlife Habitat Considerations:
This compartment is an excellent opportunity to manage for wildlife. It is part of a multiple compartment, large scale block
of public land providing contiguous wildlife pathways that are necessary for many of our large game animals such as elk
and black bear. Habitat components of aspen, oak, and mixed pine provide food and cover for multiple species at a variety
of age classes. We are working to maintain a good age rotation of aspen in this compartment as well as adjacent
compartments. Species which benefit from our management include elk, white-tailed deer, black bear, ruffed grouse,
woodcock, and many other game and non-game species.

Mineral Resource and Development Concerns and/or Restrictions

No active sand/gravel operations are located nearby, but sand & gravel potential appears to be good within the
compartment. There are wetlands in the area that would limit surface development. All state mineral rights in the area are
currently leased and have been developed for the Antrim Shale. There is low potential for additional future oil & gas
development. There is no known metallic mineral potential in this part of the state. The state does not own all the mineral
rights within the compartment. Because the mineral estate is the dominant estate, reasonable access to the surface must
be provided to private owners if they choose to explore or develop their mineral rights.

Vehicle Access:
This compartment is accessed from M-33 and several County Roads: Voyer Lake Rd, Nickerson Valley Rd, and Stevens
Springs Rd. There are several two tracks for traversing the area.

Survey Needs:
There is a high probability of surveys being needed to complete timber harvests.

Recreational Facilities and Opportunities:

There are many opportunities for hunting and wildlife viewing in the area. Designated ORYV trails, ORV routes and
snowmobile trails provide travel throughout the compartment. A shooting range is on Voyer Lake Road.

Fire response to the compartment will be covered by the Atlanta DNR office as well as the Tri-Township Fire
Department.
