Soil and topography:
This flat, poorly drained compartment feeds into the Thunder bay River. Soils are mucks and sands. There are 834 acres
in wetland and PArvCo.

Ownership Patterns, Development, and Land Use in and Around the Compartment:
The compartment is mostly surrounded by private hunting land.

Unique Natural Features:
One or more occurrences have been reported for this compartment.

Archeological, Historical, and Cultural Features:
None Reported.

Special Management Designations or Considerations:

Watershed and Fisheries Considerations:
No special considerations exist for this compartment.

Wildlife Habitat Considerations:

This compartment contains bottom land of the Thunder Bay River, a mix of swamp and lowland types, aspen, and a minor
upland hardwood component. The swamp and lowlands provide habitat for a variety of waterfowl along with cover for black
bear and bobcat. The area has high deer populations and is within the Deer Management unit 452 (Core bovine
Tuberculosis area). Habitat components of aspen and cedar provide food and cover for multiple species at a variety of age
classes. We are working to maintain a good age rotation of aspen in this compartment as well as adjacent compartments.
Species which benefit from our management include white-tailed deer, black bear, ruffed grouse, woodcock, and many
other game and non-game species.

Mineral Resource and Development Concerns and/or Restrictions
Surface sediments consist of glacial outwash sand and gravel, postglacial alluvium and coarse-textured glacial till. The
glacial drift thickness varies between 400 and 600 feet. Beneath the glacial drift is the Mississippian Coldwater Shale.
There is no known economic use for the Coldwater Shale. Gravel pits are located all around this area with potential on the
uplands. This area has been drilled and is producing gas from the Antrim Shale. There is potential for additional Antrim
Shale development.

Vehicle Access:
Roads to be closed are shown on the compartment map as closed or abandoned.

Need a survey for a possible tresspass in stand 34 to verify ownership boundary.

SCA Cold Water Lake A coldwater lake has temperature and dissolved oxygen conditions that allow naturally-reproduced or
stocked trout populations and those of other coldwater fish species to persist from year to year. Suitable
conditions for coldwater fishes may occur in Michigan lakes if they are relatively deep, have substantial
groundwater inflows, or are located in colder (northern) areas of the state. Such lakes are established by
Director's action and designated as trout resources by Fisheries Order 200.

SCA Cold Water A coldwater stream has temperature and dissolved oxygen conditions that allow naturally-reproduced or
Stream stocked trout populations and those of other coldwater fish species (e.g., slimy sculpin) to persist from
year to year. Coldwater streams in Michigan typically provide these conditions due to substantial
contributions of groundwater to their stream flows. Such streams are established by Director's action and
designated as trout resources by Fisheries Order 210.

SCA Riparian Area A transitional area between aquatic and terrestrial ecosystems in which the terrestrial ecosystem
influences the aquatic ecosystem and vice-versa. Because of the unique conditions adjacent to lakes,
streams and open water wetlands, riparian areas harbor a high diversity of plants and wildlife. Riparian
communities are ecologically and socially significant in their effects on water quality and quantity, as well
as aesthetics, habitat, bank stability, timber production, and their contribution to overall biodiversity.
