Harvests 
prescribed will help to balance the age classes of pine, aspen, and other deciduous cover types to sustainably produce 
various timber products, enhance game and non-game wildlife habitat and provide for forest-based recreational uses.

Soils are primarily well drained sands. The topography is mostly flat with some minor areas of extreme slope or rolling 
terrain. Cover types are predominately aspen, oak, pine, and lowland conifer. Forest habitat types are
primarily dominated by PArVVb, PArVHa, and unclassified lowland.

The compartment has some private parcels along the edge. The compartment has recreational use by ORVs & 
snowmobiles. Some natural gas production and infrastructure is located within sections 14 and 23. Surrounding lands are 
mostly other state land and a few hunting parcels. The farmland of Pleasant Valley lies to the south.

Begin to introduce planted pine into areas of medium to high site quality where natural regeneration efforts have failed to 
sufficiently restock stands with more desirable northern hardwood regeneration.

Miller Creek and Brush Creek are high quality wild brook trout streams, based on fisheries data over the years. Fish 
Division has been working hard to remove a small dam at the mouth of Miller Creek, to open upstream fish passage. Both 
creeks (but particularly Brush Creek) have numerous documented beaver overuse issues. Maintain a 300 ft. (100 m) 
buffer against clear cuts along both streams.

This compartment is an excellent opportunity to manage for wildlife. It is part of a multiple compartment, large scale block 
of public land providing contiguous wildlife pathways that are necessary for many of our large game animals such as black 
bear. Habitat components of heavy aspen, mixed pine and deciduous provide food and cover for multiple species at a 
variety of age classes. We are working to maintain oak and other mast producing trees as well as keep a good age 
rotation of aspen in this compartment with consideration of adjacent compartments. Species which benefit from our 
management include white-tailed deer, black bear, ruffed grouse, woodcock, and many other game and non-game species

An active sand/gravel operation is less than two miles to the southeast. While there appears to be some sand & gravel 
potential in the compartment, the water table is generally shallow in this area, which could limit development. The southern 
half of the compartment has been drilled and is producing gas from the Antrim Shale. There may be additional Antrim 
potential to the north, but the Antrim Shale is thinning and becoming shallower in this direction, reducing the potential for 
successful wells. Furthermore, at current low gas prices, additional development is unlikely for the foreseeable future.
