All harvests have been prescribed following the direction indicated in the Alpena Lake Plains Management Area (ALPMA) 
Plan and Timber Analysis.  In all cases the unique characteristics of the individual stand was taken into consideration 
when writing the prescription.  The most prevalent covertypes in the ALPMA for the 2022 Year of Entry (YOE) are the 
aspen, cedar, lowland conifers, lowland aspen/balsam, and lowland deciduous covertypes.  As such, for the purpose of 
balancing the age class acre distributions of these covertypes across the Management Area (MA), forest management 
during the 2022 YOE in the ALPMA will focus on these covertypes.  Wildlife, recreation, aesthetics, adjacent stands and 
the larger landscape were considered in all management decisions.

Compartment 98 is broken up into 4 parcels of land.  There is a 40 acre parcel to the southwest, a 240 acre parcel located 
centrally, a 133 acre parcel to the east, and a 21 acre parcel to the north.  These acreages are approximations.
  
Overall, the topography of Compartment 98 is flat with a few softly rolling hills in the upland area on east side of the 
eastern most parcel of the compartment.  Greater than 70 percent of Compartment 98 is comprised of soils that are of the 
poorly drained classes, with the remainder being moderately well drained to excessively drained.  

The soil in the southwest 40 acre parcel of Compartment 98 is Lupton muck (very poorly drained).  

The soil in the central 240-acre parcel of the compartment is the Wakeley-Tacoda complex (somewhat poorly drained, 
very poorly drained). This parcel has a narrow strip of Ausable muck bordering the banks of Jewett Creek which runs from 
the southwest to northeast through this piece of state land.

The eastern most 133 acres is about 70 percent upland soils.  These soils are the Ossineke fine sandy loam (moderately 
well drained), Tacoda sand (somewhat poorly drained), Rubicon sand (excessively drained), and the Zimmerman loamy 
fine sand (excessively drained).

The soil in the northern 21 acres of Compartment 98 is mainly the Thunderbay very fine sandy loam (poorly drained).

Compartment 98 is situated between Hillman, MI to the west and Lachine, MI to the east.  Only the southern 40-acre 
parcel lies south of M-32.  The compartment is mostly bordered by large parcel recreational property.  Some minor areas 
border other state land.

The James Farm was historically located at the east end of Compartment 98.  The Michigan DNR has planted corn on the 
historic James Farm grounds in the past but is no longer doing so.  A walleye rearing pond is used at the north end of the 
historic James Farm on an intermittent basis.  When used, the walleye are released into the Thunderbay River 
immediately adjacent to the rearing pond.

The State Historic Preservation Office (SHPO) did not have areas of concern within Compartment 98. 

The Michigan Natural Features Inventory (MNFI) at the Michigan State University Extension website combined with the 
Natural Heritage Database had record of 1 species historically being in and/or near Compartment 98 that requires 
consideration when implementing forest management strategies.  This species is the male fern (Dryopteris filix-mas).

The Natural Heritage Database had no record of Special Conservation Area (SCA), Ecological Reference Area (ERA), or 
High Conservation Value Area occurrences in Compartment 98.

This compartment is part of a large scale block of public land providing contiguous wildlife pathways that are necessary for 
many of our large game animals such as black bear. Habitat components of cedar and wetland complexes as well as 
openings provide food and cover for multiple species at a variety of age classes. Wildlife considerations for this 
compartment primarily focused on managing early successional habitat where opportunity exists;  protecting the biological 
integrity in lowland systems; and enhancing habitat conditions by allowing for opportunity for mesic and lowland conifer 
maintenance and restoration, as well as snag and coarse-woody debris enhancement. Restoration and invasive species 
removal of the "James Farm" is a key wildlife habitat improvement project for the area. Species which benefit from our 
management include white-tailed deer, black bear, ruffed grouse, woodcock, and many other game and non-game species.

The nearest active sand/gravel pit is approximately three miles away, and sand & gravel potential within the compartment 
appears to be limited. Antrim Shale gas production is occurring one mile south of the compartment and slightly farther to 
the west. The Antrim Shale is thin or absent beneath the compartment, so the potential for additional Antrim wells within 
the compartment is slim. There is no known hydrocarbon potential from any other proven formations in this area. There is 
currently no mineral leasing activity in the compartment. No known metallic mineral potential exists in this part of the state.

The southwest 40 acres of Compartment 98 is accessible along its east edge from Paul Road.  There is no pubic vehicle 
access to the central 240 acre parcel of the compartment.  The nearest access roads to these 240 acres is from Keetch 
and Hawley Roads to the south where permission to continue north would need to be granted by private landowners.  The 
north 21 acre parcel of Compartment 98 is not vehicle accessible.  The East 133 acre parcel of the compartment is 
accessible from James Road to the south.

Currently, there is no need for property corner surveys.

Rabbit, grouse, whitetail deer, turkey, duck, squirrel, and black bear hunting opportunities are available in Compartment 98 
in season with a valid license.  Fishing and wildlife viewing opportunities are also present. 

In the case of a wildland fire, response to Compartment 98 will be from the Alpena and Atlanta DNR offices as well as the 
Green Township and Hillman Township Fire Departments.

Compartment 98 is composed of 4 parcels of land as detailed in the “Soil and Topography” section.  The Thunderbay 
River borders the three northern most parcels.  Access for recreation on these three parcels may be obtained via the river.
