Areas around Orchard Lake need to have the appropriate set backs for any timber management acitivites.

This compartment is an excellent opportunity to manage for wildlife. It is part of a multi-compartment complex in Presque 
Isle county, providing good travel corridors for wildlife. Habitat components of aspen and primarily lowlands provide food 
and cover for multiple species at a variety of age classes. We are working to maintain mast producing trees as well as 
keep a good age rotation of aspen. Some areas are too wet to harvest, which provides habitat qualities of older age class 
timber. Species which benefit from our management include white-tailed deer, black bear, ruffed grouse, woodcock, and 
many other game and non-game species. Great habitat for deer and grouse.The compartment to the south was managed 
for grouse in the past, but much of the area around here is too wet to manage for that.

Active sand/gravel operations exist roughly two miles to the east, four miles to the northwest, and three miles to the 
southwest. There appears to be good gravel potential in places, but the water table is generally shallow in this area, which 
could inhibit surface mining. There may also be some bedrock limestone potential in places where the glacial drift is thin. 
Active limestone production is occurring roughly six miles to the southwest. There has been no oil & gas exploration in this 
area and no history of production within five miles of the compartment. There is currently no known oil & gas potential in 
this area, and there is no current mineral leasing activity. No known metallic mineral potential exists in this part of the state.

The compartment does not have the best vehicle access due to the wet nature of the area. There is a power line that runs 
through, but much of the powerline is too wet to drive down.

There is a snowmobile and atv trail that runs through the southern part of the compartment.
