All harvests have been prescribed following the direction indicated in the Alpena Lake Plains Management Area (ALPMA) 
Plan and Timber Analysis.  In all cases the unique characteristics of the individual stand was taken into consideration when 
writing the prescription.  The most prevalent covertypes in the ALPMA for the 2024 Year of Entry (YOE) are the lowland 
deciduous, lowland aspen, aspen, oak, mixed upland deciduous, and lowland conifer covertypes.  As such, for the purpose 
of balancing the age class acre distributions of these covertypes across the Management Area (MA), forest management 
during the 2024 YOE in the ALPMA will focus on these covertypes.  Wildlife, recreation, aesthetics, adjacent stands, and 
the larger landscape were considered in all management decisions.

The upland areas of Compartment 82 are composed mainly of Morganlake loamy sand (moderately well drained), Klacking 
loamy sand (well drained), Grayclam sand (somewhat excessively drained).  The upland areas are mostly in the form of 
moderately rolling hills with steeper slopes minimally present.
The lowland areas, mainly in the western half of the compartment, are dominated by the very poorly drained Tawas and 
Deford mucks.  The lowland areas are primarily flat.

Compartment 82 is surrounded by state land to the north and large parcel forested recreation properties with hunting 
camps to the west and south.  Farmland composes a large portion of the land to the east as well as some individual year-
round residences.  

Compartment 82 is dominated by rolling hills of oak dominated forest.  At the time of this inventory the oak ranged from 97 
to 112 years of age.  Vast lowland cedar stands ranging in age from 93 to 129 years are present to the west.  

The State Historic Preservation Office (SHPO) did not have any known areas of concern within Compartment 82.

The Michigan Natural Features Inventory (MNFI) at the Michigan State University Extension website had record of 1 
species historically being in or near Compartment 82 that requires consideration when implementing forest management 
strategies.  This species is the eastern massasauga rattlesnake (Sistrurus catenatus; state special concerns species).

No special considerations exist, apart from that the streams in this 
compartment flow into Widner Creek, a cold water stream.

Compartment 82 consists of oak, aspen, red pine, and openings in the 
uplands with cedar, balsam poplar, and swamp conifers in the lowlands. Openings are being lost to natural succession.  A 
diverse array of wildlife species inhabits this compartment. Featured species present include black bear, white-tailed deer, 
wild turkey, ruffed grouse, and American woodcock. The compartment also provides habitat potential for reptiles and 
amphibians including eastern massasauga rattlesnake, red-shouldered hawk, and bald eagle.

The nearest active sand/gravel pit is more than five miles to the southeast. There appears to be some good sand & gravel 
potential in the compartment, but any surface mining would need to avoid oil & gas infrastructure. This area has been 
developed for and is producing gas from the Antrim Shale. Nearly all State-owned oil & gas rights are currently leased and 
held by production.

due to the persistent low price of natural gas, there is unlikely to be any additional Antrim development in the area in the 
near future, and there is no known potential for hydrocarbon production from other proven formations. There is no known 
metallic mineral potential in this part of the state. 

The main block of Compartment 82 is accessible from Nicholson Hill Road from the north and from Kissau Road from the 
east, south, and west.  A system of forest roads give access to portions of the main block of Compartment 82 from all 
sides.  The southeast block of Compartment 82 is accessible from Kissau road and then the interior is further accessible by 
a system of forest roads.

For the purpose of conducting timber sales and maintaining legal private/state land boundary posting locations, there may 
be a need for property line surveys within Compartment 82.  Further investigation will be needed to determine the extent to 
which these surveys are required.

Rabbit/hare, grouse, whitetail deer, squirrel, turkey, and bear hunting opportunities are available within Compartment 82 in 
season with a valid license.  Wildlife viewing opportunities are also present.  All regulations set forth by the Michigan 
Department of Natural Resources are to be adhered to by hunters.  
The Chippewa Hills Pathway has a north trail head and a south trial head within the east edge of Compartment 82 off of 
Kissau Road.  The entirety of Chippewa Hills Pathway is within Compartment 82.  This trail system is used year-round for 
hiking and biking in the warm months and for cross country skiing in the winter.

In the case of wildland fire, Compartment 82 is within the response area of the Alpena DNR Fire Taskforce/Atlanta Forest 
Management Unit.  The Hubbard Lake and Green Township Fire Departments also respond to wildfires in this area.  The 
Alpena DNR Fire Task Force is within 20 miles of the compartment and typically would be able to be on scene within 20 to 
30 minutes after being dispatched.  The Hubbard Lake and Green Township Fire Departments are within close range of 
Compartment 81, typically making their response times quicker than that of the Alpena DNR Task Force.

Oak wilt is prevalent within the state and private forests in the area of Compartment 82.  Trenching and tree patch removal 
has taken place in numerous locations within Compartment 82, since 2019, to slow the spread of oak wilt in the area.
