To provide for the protection, integrated management and responsible use of a healthy, productive, and undiminished 
forest resource base for the social, recreational, environmental, and economic benefit of the State of Michigan.

Tawas-Lupton Association soils are located in the west and south part of the compartment and are level, poorly drained 
soils.  The Au Gres-Rubicon-Roscommon and the Rubicon-East Lake Association soils are located mostly in the eastern 
part of the compartment and are level, excessively drained soils. 

Compartment is adjacent to state land to the north and east and private land to the west and south.  The private parcels are 
mostly larger-sized upland and lowland forest used for hunting recreation and residence.

None listed.

Possible historical site located within compartment.  Site will not be impacted by any recommended treatments.   

None. 

Meyers Creek and associated beaver dams are located in the northwest portion of the compartment.  

A raptor stick nest has been observed within compartment.  Protection of the nest is recommended if treatment of the 
associated forest stand occurs.  

Several active and former sand/gravel pits occur within two miles west and southwest of the compartment. Cheboygan 
Cement has been leasing from the State and operating the Meyer Pit, to the west for many years. There may be some 
sand & gravel potential in the compartment on the uplands. Very limited oil & gas exploration has occurred in this area, and 
there is no known potential for hydrocarbon production from known producing formations beneath the compartment. There 
is no known metallic mineral potential in this part of the state. 

Good vehicle access in the upland portions of the compartment by Orchard Beach, Helka, and Woodsy Roads.  Very 
limited vehicle access in the the lowland portions.  

None needed. 

Snowmobile and ORV trails run through the upland portion of the compartment.  Significant hunting activity occurs in the 
compartment and surround state land.  

There is a slight fire concern in the pine dominated uplands.  The Alverno Fire Department is located 2 miles from the 
compartment.
