Planning goals include balancing the age class distribution of aspen, red pine, and jack pine; the continued selective 
management of northern hardwood stands; balancing timber management, wildlife habitat, and recreational uses.

The compartment can be seen as having two main characteristics:  lowland flats and hills ranging from rolling to very 
steep.  Tawas-Lupton mucks underlay most of the forested wetlands that make up the southern third of the compartment.  
During the dormant season the water table may vary from one foot above to one foot below the surface.  Iosco sands mark 
a transition between forested wetlands and well-drained uplands.  This soil features a seasonally perched water table 
during the dormant season just under the surface.  Klacking sand, Millersburg loamy sand and Mancelona sand make up 
the hilly portion of the compartment.  These soils tend to be well drained with a water table deeper than six feet.

The compartment is mostly surrounded by other stand land with a few private holdings in the east and southwest.

There are no unique natural features known in the compartment.

There are no archeological, historical, or cultural features are known in the compartment.

Currently there are no special management designations or considerations in this compartment. 

Hodges Creek flows through the SW part of this compartment.  It is a designated trout stream with some habitat 
improvement accomplished in recent years in the form of a new culvert for fish passage.   Maintain quality buffer along 
stream (mostly cedar and spruce.)

The south-facing slopes of the "Camp 30 Hills" are located in this compartment, which is in the heart of Michigan's elk 
range. The compartment offers excellent habitat for elk, white-tailed deer, wild turkey, and ruffed grouse. Bears are 
traditionally found in the swamp corridor as well. Several forest openings are managed to enhance the habitat and viewing 
opportunities for the featured species present. Forest should be managed to promote aspen as a food and cover source for 
elk, deer, and grouse. Mast trees should be retained to provide food for these and other wildlife species.

The nearest open sand/gravel pit is the State-owned Vondette Road Pit, less than one mile to the east. There is potential 
for additional sand & gravel in the compartment, but it might be too far from populated areas (markets) to have much 
economic potential beyond use by the county road commission or DNR for local road maintenance. Permitted extraction 
from the Vondette Road Pit (via permit or lease) has not occurred in more than two decades, suggesting there is limited 
demand in this area. In addition, any sand & gravel development would need to avoid oil & gas facilities. This area has 
been developed for and is producing gas from the Antrim Shale. All State-owned mineral rights in the compartment are 
currently leased and held by production. Due to the persistent low price of natural gas, there is unlikely to be any additional 
Antrim development in the area in the near future. No known potential exists for oil & gas from other known producing 
formations. There is no known metallic mineral potential in this part of the state.

Despite topography, vehicle access by forest roads is good.
