All harvests have been prescribed following the direction indicated in the Huron Sandy Lake Plain Management Area 
(HSLPMA) Plan and Timber Analysis.  In all cases the unique characteristics of the individual stand was taken into 
consideration when writing the prescription.  For the purpose of balancing the age class acre distributions of covertypes 
across the Management Area (MA), forest management during the 2025 YOE in the HSLPMA will focus on the major 
covertypes for the individual compartments.  Wildlife, recreation, aesthetics, adjacent stands, and the larger landscape 
were considered in all management decisions.

The overall topography in Compartment 100 is flat.  The drainage of the soil, as a whole, is poor.  The lowland soil is mostly 
the very poorly drained Tawas and Lupton mucks.  The minimal, moderately upland soil north and central to the 
compartment is dominated by the somewhat poorly drained Tocoda-Wakeley complex.  The limited amount of upland soil 
at the south end of the compartment is the somewhat poorly drained Iosco loamy sand.

Compartment 100 is surrounded by state land to the west and to the south.  Large parcel forested recreation property with 
hunting camps are present to the east.  Smaller parcel seasonal/year around residences on Lake Winyah/Thunder Bay 
River are adjacent to the compartment at the north end.  The Alpena Combat Readiness Training Center operates one-half 
mile to the east, on the west side of the South Branch of the Thunder Bay River.  The City of Alpena is 6 miles to the east.

Compartment 100 has some small acreage natural red pine stands to the north.  Vast areas of lowland shrub are located in 
the compartment that occasionally give way to smaller acreage areas of moderate uplands to the north, centrally, and to 
the south.  Black spruce bog like forest is present in the central region of Compartment 100.

The State Historic Preservation Office (SHPO) did not have any known areas of concern within Compartment 100, but the 
potential for archaeological sites does exist.  Proper protocol should be followed if such sites are encountered during 
management activities, as is standard practice.

The Michigan Natural Features Inventory (MNFI) at the Michigan State University Extension website had record of 3 
species historically being in or near Compartment 100 that require consideration when implementing forest management 
strategies.  These species are the bald eagle (Haliaeetus leucocephalus), Northern amber bumble bee (Bombus borealis), 
and Blanding’s turtle (Emydoidea blandingii), all of which are state special concern species.

There are no major water bodies within the compartment.  Best management practices are to be followed when conducting 
forest management near lakes, streams, and rivers.

Several featured species are present in this compartment including white-tailed deer, ruffed grouse, woodcock, and 
snowshoe hare. The compartment is used quite heavily by deer, grouse, and hare hunters and provides an area for 
recreation not far from Alpena. Much of the compartment is significantly wet most of the year but there may be an 
opportunity for woodcock habitat improvement in some tag alder areas. This would depend on the winter and soil 
conditions. One opening in the southern portion of the compartment should be maintained and if possible where timber 
harvest is conducted, log landings could be expanded. Timber harvests should promote featured species.

gravel within the compartment, but most of the compartment is low and wet, which would inhibit surface mining. The 
nearest oil & gas production, past or present, is more than four miles away. The Antrim is pinching out in the direction of 
the compartment, and additional production potential may be limited. Furthermore, due to the persistent low price of natural 
gas, there is unlikely to be any additional Antrim development in the area in the near future. The Antrim Shale play is 
generally in decline, and there is an increasing trend toward plugging wells. No known potential exists for oil & gas from 
other known producing formations. There is no known metallic mineral potential in this part of the state.

Vehicle access to Compartment 100 is limited.  The northern third of the compartment is accessible from Shannon 
Road/forest trail to the north.  Currently the central region of the compartment is only accessible by poor conditioned forest 
road not traversable by standard vehicles, making travel on foot the best option.  The southern third of the compartment is 
only accessible on foot through state land with no trails to get you to the compartment from the north end of Glennie Road.

For the purpose of conducting timber sales and maintaining legal private/state land boundary posting locations, there may 
be a need for property line surveys within Compartment 100.  Further investigation will be needed to determine the extent 
to which these surveys are required.

Rabbit/hare, grouse, woodcock, whitetail deer, turkey, and bear hunting opportunities are available within Compartment 
100 in season with a valid license.  Wildlife viewing opportunities are also present.  All regulations set forth by the Michigan 
Department of Natural Resources are to be adhered to by hunters.  

There are no designated recreation trails in Compartment 100, only limited forest roads as described in the Vehicle Access 
section above.

In the case of wildland fire, Compartment 100 is within the response area of the Alpena DNR Fire Taskforce/Atlanta Forest 
Management Unit.  The Maple Ridge Township Fire Department also responds to wildfires in this area.  The Alpena DNR 
Fire Task Force is within 7-15 miles of the compartment and typically would be able to be on scene within 20 to 30 minutes 
after being dispatched.  The Maple Ridge Fire Department response time would be similar due to the location of their 
response on Lacomb Road within the township.  Depending on the location of a fire within the compartment, fire response 
times could be hinder due to poor access.
