All harvests have been prescribed following the direction indicated in the Huron Sandy Lake Plain Management Area 
(HSLPMA) Plan and Timber Analysis.  In all cases the unique characteristics of the individual stand was taken into 
consideration when writing the prescription.  For the purpose of balancing the age class acre distributions of covertypes 
across the Management Area (MA), forest management during the 2025 YOE in the HSLPMA will focus on the major 
covertypes for the individual compartments.  Wildlife, recreation, aesthetics, adjacent stands, and the larger landscape 
were considered in all management decisions.

The overall topography in Compartment 110 is flat with some higher ridges at the south end.  The drainage of the soil, as a 
whole, is poor.  The most prevalent lowest lowland soils by acres are poorly drained Deford muck and the very poorly 
drained Cathro muck.  These areas are generally un-harvestable/non-productive forest land.  Slightly more upland but still 
lowland soils in nature due to elevation and poor drainage, are the somewhat poorly drained Tacoda-Wakeley Complex 
and Au Gres-Deford Complex.  The well drained Rousseau fine sand can be found in the higher ground ridges at the south 
end of the compartment.

Compartment 110 is bordered by additional state land to the west and to the south.  The land to the east and north of the 
compartment is mainly large parcel recreational properties and farmland, with some residential properties also president.

The Michigan Natural Features Inventory (MNFI) at the Michigan State University Extension website had record of 1 
species historically being in or near Compartment 110 that requires consideration when implementing forest management 
strategies.  This species is the Blanding’s Turtle (Emydoidea blandingii; a state special concern species).  A search of the 
Natural Heritage Database indicated the presence of vernal ponds within the compartment.

The State Historic Preservation Office (SHPO) did not have any known areas of concern within Compartment 110.

The Michigan Natural Features Inventory (MNFI) at the Michigan State University Extension website had record of 1 
species historically being in or near Compartment 110 that requires consideration when implementing forest management 
strategies.  This species is the Blanding’s Turtle (Emydoidea blandingii; a state special concern species).  A search of the 
Natural Heritage Database indicated the presence of vernal ponds within the compartment.  Vernal ponds are to be 
protected following best management practices during all forest management activities.

Necessary measures will need to be taken to protect the North Branch of the Thunder Bay River and its tributaries during 
all management activities.

Featured species within this compartment include ruffed grouse, snowshoe hare, American woodcock, and black bear. 
There is good potential for red shouldered hawk and goshawk as well. Any treatments should protect stick nests as 
appropriate. Most uplands in this compartment are ridges with little potential for developing or maintaining openings. This 
has historically been the case. Wildlife benefits will come from maintaining a mix of young forest with older stands for 
variation in habitat types.

The nearest active sand/gravel pit is several miles away. There may be some potential for sand & gravel within the 
compartment, but most of the compartment is low and wet, which would inhibit surface mining. Bedrock limestone is near

the surface here, but as noted above, wetlands could inhibit any surface mining, as well as the distance from markets and 
ports. The nearest oil & gas production, past or present, is several miles away. No known potential exists for oil & gas from 
any known producing formations. There is no known metallic mineral potential in this part of the state.

The main vehicle access to Compartment 110 is from the forest road/seasonal snowmobile trail connecting Graham Road 
to the south to Wikaryasz Road to the northeast. A forest trail commonly called “The Christmas Tree Truck Trail” runs east 
from the connector trail, traveling the width of the compartment, and ending up at the southeast end of the compartment at 
a power line opening.

For the purpose of conducting timber sales and maintaining legal private/state land boundary posting locations, there may 
be a need for property line surveys within Compartment 110.  Further investigation will be needed to determine the extent 
to which these surveys are required.

Rabbit/hare, grouse, woodcock, whitetail deer, turkey, and bear hunting opportunities are available within Compartment 
110 in season with a valid license.  Wildlife viewing opportunities are also present.  All regulations set forth by the Michigan 
Department of Natural Resources are to be adhered to by hunters.

The LP 464 Snowmobile Trail runs east-west through the northern third of the compartment and is generally groomed and 
used by snowmobile traffic from December 1 through March 31.

In the case of wildland fire, Compartment 110 is within the response area of the Alpena DNR Fire Taskforce/Atlanta Forest 
Management Unit.  Township fire response to T32N R06E, the majority of the compartment, is from the Long Rapids 
Township Fire Department with response to T32N R07E being from the Maple Ridge Township Fire Department.  
Response to a fire in Compartment 110 would likely be from both of the aforementioned volunteer fire departments.

The Alpena DNR Fire Task Force is within 12-17 miles of the compartment and typically would be able to be on scene 
within 20 to 30 minutes after being dispatched.  The Long Rapids and Maple Ridge Township Fire Departments are within 
close range of Compartment 110, typically making their response times quicker than that of the Alpena DNR Task Force.

The majority of this compartment is lowland and has potential for more extreme fires within extended periods of drought.  
Water resources are available but difficult to access with poorly drained soils.
