The compartment is level and wet except for the isolated ownership to the southeast off of the South Entry Road.  The 
soils are comprised of Histosols and Aquents, Sturgeon silt loam, Arnheim silt loam, Pelkie loamy fine sand, Deerton sand, 
Zeba fine sandy loam, and Jacobsville sandy loam. 

The surrounding ownerships are small private.

The Sturgeon river and Sturgeon River Sloughs are part of this compartment along with the Sturgeon River Slough wildlife 
management area.  A large part of this compartment is Great Lakes Marsh, an ERA.

None listed.

The compartment is a designated waterfowl management area and contains Great Lake Marsh.

Compartment 57 is found in the Sturgeon Sloughs Management Area a floodplain in northwestern Baraga and eastern 
Houghton Counties.  The State Forest covers about 7,900 acres and is mostly contiguous.  The dominant forest 
communities are poor conifer swamps and deciduous lowlands.  The wildlife management priority for the Sturgeon 
Sloughs management area is waterfowl.  This area contains the Sturgeon River Sloughs Wildlife Area and Great Lakes 
Marsh.  
The following have been identified, as featured species for the Sturgeon Sloughs Management Area: American Woodcock, 
Black Bear, Canada Goose, Eastern Bluebird.  

Surface sediments consist of postglacial alluvium and coarse-textured glacial till. The glacial drift thickness varies between 
10 and 50 feet. The Precambrian Jacobsville Sandstone subcrops below the glacial drift and was previously used as a 
building stone. The closest gravel pit is located one mile to the west and potential appears to be good in the east end. 
Abandoned copper mines, containing some silver, are located eight miles to the northwest. The compartment has not 
been leased before. There is no economic oil and gas production in the UP. 

Access is from US-41 and county roads.  Internal access is by foot only.

The system is comprised of individual or associations of natural community types that are 
managed for restoration and maintenance of natural ecological processes and values. The public may 
submit recommendations for lands as ERAs using the DNR Conservation Area Recommendation Form.
