The goal is to maintain and improve the health productivity, diversity and sustainability of the land. Treatments planned for 
this entry period include
clearcutting the mature aspen stands to encourage aspen regeneration, clearcuts and shelterwood cuts in the mixed 
upland deciduous stands to encourage regeneration of a mix of deciduous species with conifer regeneration in the stands 
with a conifer component.  Clearcuts in the lowland deciduous to salvage the ash and encourage regeneration of the 
overstory species mix and increase the growth and productivity of the stands. The monitoring treatments will continue on 
stands that were treated the last entry cycle to monitor the success of the shelterwood harvests in lowland ash stands.  

The soils in this compartment are primarily of the Deford- Wainola- Rousseau
Complex. These are deep, nearly level, poorly to well drained sandy soils on lake plains and outwash plains. 

This compartment is just west of the town of Cedar River. The surrounding land is mostly State with some private. It is part 
of a 45,000 acre block of State land. The compartment is bisected by private land along the County roads. The private land 
is primarily forested land interspersed with farmland, both active and abandoned. The private land is used for hunting, 
timber production, and farming. There are some hunting camps and permanent homes.

The Walton River flows through the compartment. The west side of the
compartment is bordered by the Hayward Marsh.

Given recent Great Lakes high-water levels, standing water in the form of vernal pools or temporary waterbodies may exist 
throughout all compartments.  Therefore, buffers are recommended to protect these areas in accordance with Best 
Management Practices.
Compartment 33056: NLMMU – Jennifer Johnson: This compartment contains portions of the Walton River- a designated 
Type 4 trout stream less than 50’ in width. A 300’ buffer is recommended for the Walton River in riparian areas susceptible 
to aspen regeneration.  For areas not susceptible to aspen regeneration, 100’ plus 5’ per 1% increase in slope; buffers are 
recommended to protect these areas in accordance with Best Management Practices.  Ruleau Creek and it’s tributaries 
also run through this compartment and a 100’ buffer is recommended. 

This compartment is located within the green bay lake plain management area. The area demonstrates a natural 
propensity to grow white pine and balsam fir, but this particular compartment is notable for the high proportion of lowland 
of deciduous forest. Some lowland deciduous stands are proposed for treatment this inventory cycle to address forest 
health concerns.  Perpetuation of lowland deciduous stands is important for over 90 species of wildlife, so it is important to 
begin regeneration of this cover type that has been deferred from consideration for many years. This compartment also 
contains a large acreage of aspen forest, some of which will be harvested and regenerated to the benefit of early 
successional species, including many of which will be harvested and regenerated to the benefit of early successional 
species, including many of the most popular game species.

the compartment, the Walton River riparian corridor, and a block of land in the southeast corner of the compartment where 
the closed-canopy forest has been attractive to nesting hawks. 

No known potential exists for commercial oil & gas production in this part of the state. Three active sand/gravel pits are 
within one mile of the compartment. The compartment is predominantly wetlands, but there may be potential for sand & 
gravel and/or limestone mining on the sparse uplands. There has been some limited mineral exploration in the area in the 
past. However, potential metallic mineral bearing formations beneath the compartment are thought to be too deep to have 
significant potential for discovery or economic recovery.

 Most of the compartment can be easily accessed by roads that spur off of County Road G12. These include the Jim Town 
Road, Westman Road, and other unnamed roads. The north portion of the compartment can be reached from the Indian 
Springs Road. Access to land in section 28 is difficult. 

The potential for one survey corner needed to establish the proposed management activities.  

There are no developed recreational facilities. Primary recreational use is hunting, fishing, ORV riding, and snowmobiling. 

Access is can be limited to most of this compartment and the timber types in the area are generally low risk for fire 
hazard.
