Vegetative management in the Chain Lake management area will provide a variety of forest products; maintain or enhance 
wildlife habitat; protect areas with unique characteristics; and provide for forest based recreational uses

Terrain ranges from level swamps and wetland drainages to rolling or moderate hilly uplands. Large boulders are common 
throughout compartment. Major soil series are: Rubicon – Keweenaw Complex, Rubicon Sand, Carbondale/Tawas and 
Histosols/Aquents (ponded).

The compartment is comprised of two blocks of state land. The north block borders state land to the west, a small private 
parcel and state land to the east, and small private parcels to the south. A small addition of state land was added to this 
compartment during inventory period. It is located in the SE of the SE of section 31. The south block is bordered by small 
private parcels to the north, state land to the east, and larger private holdings to south and west. Several camps and a 
year-around residence are located on Penglase Lake and Round Lake in the south portion of Section 6. Hunting and 
timber harvests are primary uses of the private parcels.

 A riparian zone exists around the headwaters of Flatrock Creek

This compartment is comprised of a northern and southern region located in the headwaters of the West Branch Escanaba 
River watershed.  The northern region of this compartment borders Sagola Lake, which serves as a headwater tributary to 
Flat Rock Creek.  The southern region of this compartment contains several small waterbodies and an unnamed stream 
that serves as a tributary to Flat Rock Creek.

Flat Rock Creek is a designated Type 1 trout stream less than 50’ width with a predicted mean July temperature of 61.3 °F 
(cold stream).  A 300’ buffer is recommended for Flat Rock Creek in riparian areas susceptible to Aspen regeneration.  For 
areas not susceptible to Aspen regeneration, 100’ plus 5’ per 1% increase in slope; buffers are recommended to protect 
these areas in accordance with Best Management Practices.

100’ buffers are recommended for the Sagola Lakes and any unnamed waterbodies to protect shoreland resources in 
accordance with Best Management Practices.

Compartment 232 is found within the Chain Lakes Moraine Management Area, on a Disintegration Moraine in 
Southwestern Marquette County.  The dominant Natural Communities are dry mesic northern forests, poor conifer 
swamps, and mesic northern forests.  This management area offers opportunities to increase diversity and perhaps long-
term oak sustainability through under planting white and red pine.  Another priority is to maintain or increase wildlife 
corridors especially along riparian corridors.  Wildlife management issues in the management area are: mast (hard and 
soft); habitat fragmentation; mature forest conditions; mesic conifer; course woody debris; and retention or development of 
large living and dead standing trees (for cavities).  This management area represents approximately ¼ of the oak resource 
on WUP state forest.

The following have been identified as featured species for the Chain Lakes Management Area:  black bear, gray jay, 
pileated woodpecker, Northern goshawk, red crossbill.

Compartment 232 Sections 6-8, T45N-R28W and Section 31, T46N-R28W, Marquette County. No known potential exists 
for commercial oil & gas production in this part of the state. No known active sand/gravel pits occur in the area, but there 
appears to be some good potential for sand & gravel within the compartment. Former iron mines occur more than five 
miles northwest, but there is no evidence from available aeromagnetic survey data that iron-bearing formations underlie 
the compartment. There is no known potential for other metallic minerals beneath the compartment, but detailed geologic 
mapping is lacking, and no known ground-based exploration has occurred. No recent State mineral leasing activity has 
occurred in the area. 

The primary access route for the compartment is the seasonal County Road CMM, which originates off of Perch Lake 
Road (Co Rd CF), a paved county road. The north block of state land in this compartment has a nice network of DNR 
forest roads providing access. The south block of state land is accessed by a DNR forest road to the west of the 
compartment or via a restricted management easement extending from just east of Round Lake down to the south. This 
easement is gated by the private landowner. The road network within the south block is not as expansive as up north. The 
old ELF Line corridor provides access to this south block from the west.

Any needed surveys will be requested after the compartment review. 

There are no developed recreational facilities in this compartment. Hunting, fishing and berry picking are the primary uses 
of the area. 

This area presents a moderate fire risk with a mix of pine, aspen and oak on dry soils. there is also an area of low ground 
with black spruce and other lowland species that present a moderate fire risk.  Road access is good to most of the area 
with some structure protection present due to camps in the area.

If regen fails trench and plant red pine and 
oak do not spray as the goal will be a mixed oak and pine stand.
