Management goals for this compartment are to continue to provide a sustainable flow of timber products and to continue to 
manage wildlife habitat and protect water quality.  Timber products are primarily for fiber production with some pine and 
hardwood sawlog management taking place.  Wildlife habitat is being provided primarily in early successional states.

The primary soil makeup in this compartment are of the Sagola-Rubicon complex and the Rubicon-Keweenaw complex.  
These soils are relatively deep excessively to moderately well drained sandy soils.  Tawas soils also exist along the creeks 
and drainages which are poorly drained.  A rock outcrop does exist in the geographic center of the compartment.  
Topography is relatively level to gently rolling.

Ownership in this portion of the landscape is predominantly State with some scattered private individual ownership. There 
is a large block of private clube land (Michigan Northwoods Club) located to the north of this compartment.  Development 
is minimal and is in hunting camps.  Land use is associated with timber production, hunting, fishing, and general recreation.

No Unique Natural Features known.

There are known concerns within the compartment.  All proposed management activities have taken these concerns into 
consideration.

Special Conservation Area's previously type as Potential Old Growth, are being recommened to be changed to riparian 
corridors.

This compartment contains headwater reaches of Camp Eleven Creek.  Camp Eleven Creek is a designated Type 1 trout 
stream less than 50 foot wide with a predicted mean July temperature of 62.2 °F (cold stream).  A minimum 300-foot buffer 
is recommended for Camp Eleven Creek in riparian areas susceptible to Aspen regeneration.  For areas not susceptible to 
Aspen regeneration, a minimum 100-foot, plus 5 feet per 1% increase in slope, buffer is recommended to protect these 
areas in accordance with Best Management Practices.

This compartment is found within the Soumi Till and Outwash Management Area, on a Disintegration Moraine in 
Southwestern Marquette County.  The dominant Natural Communities are dry mesic northern forests, poor conifer 
swamps, and mesic northern forests.  This management area offers opportunities to increase diversity and perhaps long-
term oak sustainability through under planting white and red pine.  Another priority is to maintain or increase wildlife 
corridors especially along riparian corridors.  Wildlife management issues in the management area are mast (hard and 
soft); habitat fragmentation; mature forest conditions; mesic conifer; course woody debris; and retention or development of 
large living and dead standing trees (for cavities).  This management area represents approximately ¼ of the oak resource 
on WUP state forest.

dimension stone. Gravel pits are located just to the west and potential should to be good. Abandoned iron mines are 
located six miles to the east. Section 22 was previously leased for metallic exploration, but there are no current State 
leases. There is no economic oil and gas production in the UP.

Bryan Creek Road (Co. Rd. PW), Kates Grade (PPZ), and the Camp 11 Truck Trail (PPO) are the primary roads in this 
compartment.  General access is good.  Some woods roads have berms in place to limit vehicle access beyond certain 
points.

None at this time.

No developed recreational facilities exist at this time and no opportunity exists.

Several volatile fuel types are found in the compartment and the surrounding landscape.  The compartment resides just 
south of a larger sandy outwash plain.  A large grass opening (approximately a section in size) is immediatley to the north 
and west of the compartment, several hundred acres of jack pine are located to the north, as are scattered red and white 
pine stands.  Some red and white pine as well as jack pine are in the north end of the compartment.  Spruce-fir composes 
the understory in just about every stand within this compartment.  The road system in this area is adequate enough to 
handle current fire supression eqiupment and provides fire breaks for ground fire activity.  Adequate water sources are 
also present in the Camp 11 and Bryan Creek's.

A coldwater stream has temperature and dissolved oxygen conditions that allow naturally-reproduced or 
stocked trout populations and those of other coldwater fish species (e.g., slimy sculpin) to persist from 
year to year. Coldwater streams in Michigan typically provide these conditions due to substantial 
contributions of groundwater to their stream flows. Such streams are established by Director's action and 
designated as trout resources by Fisheries Order 210.
