Identified Planning Goals:
Timber and wildlife habitat are equally important management goals and management emphasis will be on both timber
management and promoting wildlife habitat. Treatments prescribed will help ensure the sustainability of the forest
resource, continue to improve the quality of the wildlife habitat, and enhance the forest health, productivity, and diversity of
the area. Maintain and/or improve the integrity of the Deer Wintering Complex (DWC). Aspen management will continue
at the current sustainable level as will northern hardwoods management. Some pine management is prescribed.

Soil and topography:
The compartment consists of a fairly even mix of lowland and upland. The major soil type(s) associated with the lowland
areas is Markey and Carbondale Mucks. Cover types supported on these muck soils include cedar, lowland swamp
conifer, tamarack, and lowland black spruce. Narrow ridges of white pine are found throughout these cover types. The
main upland soil type is Kalkaska sand, on which good quality northern hardwoods (maple) are found. In the “transition
area” between the muck soils and the Kalkaska sand is an array of soils such as Allendale-Fibre complex, Wainola-
Kinross-Rousseau complex, Croswell-Au Gres sands, Allendale-Croswell complex, Kinross-Au Gres complex and Biscuit
very fine sandy loam. White pine, aspen, northern hardwoods and hemlock are cover types associated with this array of
soils. The topography is predominantly level ground throughout the compartment with level to rolling topography in the
eastern reaches.

Ownership Patterns, Development, and Land Use in and Around the Compartment:
The compartment is primarily one contiguous block of State land with one small private parcel within the boundary. To
the north is all private land, small parcels with permanent residences and seasonal camps as well as the Hulbert Lake
Association. To the east is federal land (USFS) while to the south and west the compartment is bordered by mainly State
land. Development within the compartment and surrounding area is limited due to the lowland nature of the area. Land
use in the area is primarily hunting, ORV riding and snowmobiling. The area is used extensively for deer hunting.

Unique Natural Features:

MNFI lists the occurrence of Goshawk in the compartment. Potential for red-shouldered hawk, goshawk, great blue heron
rookery, black-backed woodpecker, spruce grouse, eagle, and osprey. Potential for moose and wolf. Potential for
incurvate emerald, frigga fritillary, freija fritillary, and ebony boghaunter in boggy areas. Potential for wood turtle. Potential
for sweet coltsfoot, Wiegand's sedge, northern prostrate clubmoss, fir clubmoss, English sundew, meadow beauty, round-
leaved orchis, black crowberry, yellow pitcher plant, and panicled screwstem in bogs and open wetlands. Potential for
calypso orchis, lapland buttercup, ram's head lady's slipper, round-leaved orchid and limestone oak fern in cedar
swamps.

Archeological, Historical, and Cultural Features:
There are no archaeological concerns within this compartment at this time.

Special Management Designations or Considerations:

The compartment includes one special management designation: a Special Conservation Area (SCA — Deer Wintering
Complex (formerly Winter Deer Yard). Management decisions within the DWC are dictated by the promotion and
enhancement of the desired characteristics associated with the DWC plan.

Watershed and Fisheries Considerations:

Fisheries Values: None
There are no waterbodies located within this compartment. Where surface water exists, standard BMP’s should apply to
any proposed activities.

Wildlife Habitat Considerations:
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Compartment 74 lies along the western edge of Chippewa county in the Seney Sand Lake Plain ecological sub-subsection
and lies in the Sage Truck Trail Management Area with white-tailed deer, black bear, snowshoe hare, ruffed grouse and
American marten are featured species. The compartment lies within the Hendrie Deer yard which supports high numbers
of deer during stressful winter periods. The eastern half of this compartment is comprised of aspen and hardwood stands
while the western half is a mix of cedar and mixed swamp conifer with some spruce, tamarack and white pine scattered
throughout. The compartment has high hunting use.

Harvest operations will occur during winter or immediately preceding to benefit deer. Cedar and hemlock canopies will be
left intact throughout the compartment. Conifers will be left in aspen and hardwood stands and species and structural
diversity will be maximized in final harvest aspen stands. Nest and den trees, snags, and woody debris will be maintained
in stands where they exist. Potential raptor nest trees will be left in harvested stands. Travel corridors along streams and
drainages will be preserved during harvest. Wildlife species potentially using this compartment include white-tailed deer,
moose, black bear, bobcat, gray wolf, coyote, fisher, marten, ruffed grouse and woodcock, and snowshoe hare.

Mineral Resource and Development Concerns and/or Restrictions
Sections 3 & 10-15, T45N-R7W, Chippewa County
Several active sand/gravel pits are located within two miles of the compartment, on upland moraines. There appears to be
some potential for sand & gravel in the western half of the compartment. There is no history of mineral leasing in the
compartment. There is no known potential for metallic minerals in this area, and no known potential exists economic
hydrocarbon production in the UP. The state does not own all mineral rights within the compartment. Because the mineral
estate is the dominant estate, reasonable access to the surface must be provided to private owners if they choose to
explore or develop their mineral rights.

Vehicle Access:
The compartment is 17 miles east of Newberry, just south of the Hulbert Corner. The Basnau Road (a maintained gravel
County Road) runs through the northern portion of the compartment. The Kabelman Road and West Arbutus Truck Trail,
along with a network of forest roads transect the compartment providing ample access. Several old logging roads have
grown in and are now considered abandoned. Winter access is via the Hulbert Snowmobile Trail.

Survey Needs:
No survey work is needed to complete the prescribed treatments.

Recreational Facilities and Opportunities:
Recreational facilities include the Hulbert Snowmobile Trail (Trail #474). Recreational opportunities would include primarily
hunting (deer and grouse), ORYV riding, snowmobiling, and wildlife viewing. The Basnau Road is a known location for
“birders” to view various species of songbirds migrating through the area. Many local residents use the area to view deer
during the winter months as well.

Fire Protection:
Large fire runs are not likely because of mostly hardwood types. Equipment operability is generally good with a good
network of roads and upland ground. Risk to private properties would be low.
***Old notes refer to a fire in the 1940’s that burned through the upland areas (hardwoods, grass openings) in Section 11
and part of Section 12.

Additional Compartment Information:

A large Deer Range Improvement Program (DRIP) purchase in 2004 increased the overall acreage in the compartment.
600 acres of deer wintering habitat was purchased from Mead Westvaco to block in with the existing State land and
protect the wintering habitat.
