This compartment is made up of a large tract of State ownership with some private holdings scattered throughout.  The Mt. 
Forest Club owns a majority of the private land within this compartment.   

Potential for sweet coltsfoot, Wiegand's sedge, northern prostrate clubmoss, fir clubmoss, English sundew, meadow 
beauty, round-leaved orchis, black crowberry, yellow pitcher plant, and panicled screwstem in bogs and open wetlands. 
Potential for calypso orchis, lapland buttercup, ram's head lady's slipper, round-leaved orchid and limestone oak fern in 
cedar swamps.  Potential for great blue heron rookery, black-backed woodpecker, spruce grouse, eagle, osprey, and 
goshawk. Potential for moose and wolf. Potential for incurvate emerald, frigga fritillary, freija fritillary, and ebony 
boghaunter in boggy areas.

Sixteen and Auger creeks are both designated trout streams. Sixteen Creek holds cold water, but trout species are not 
likely present because of its length and low flows below the Charcoal Grade. Auger Creek holds trout higher in the 
watershed, but likely not in the section bordering this compartment. Standard BMP’s should apply to any proposed 
treatments in stands adjacent to the creeks.

 
 Compartment 114 lies in eastern Luce county and is in the Seney Sand Lake Plain ecological sub-subsection and lies 
within the Tahquamenon River Basin Wetlands Management Area and black bear, white-tailed deer, snowshoe hare and 
gray jay are featured species.  The compartment is comprised largely of a mix of lowland conifer types including mixed 
swamp conifer, cedar, spruce, and pine ridges.  Numerous treed bogs are scattered throughout the compartment. Stands 
tend to have high tree species diversity. 

Wildlife objectives for this compartment will be met by maintaining maximum species diversity in harvested stands and by 
leaving mature trees in final harvests.  Harvests will generally occur during winter to protect fragile soils. White-tailed deer, 
moose, black bear, bobcat, gray wolf, coyote, fisher, marten and snowshoe hare are notable wildlife species likely to utilize 
this compartment.
