This area has sandy flat to rolling uplands with organic lowlands. There are short, steep slopes along East Branch of the 
Two-Hearted. The compartment is mostly Rubicon sands, with various other sandy associates - Croswell-Au Gres sands, 
Kalkaska-O'Keefe sands and Kinross-Au Gres complex. The lowland areas are predominately Carbondale, Lupton, and 
Tawas soils.

State lands are adjacent to the west and north. A mix of state and private holdings are located on the east, along the Two-
Hearted River. To the south is a mix of corporate land, smaller private holdings and a large sportsman's club. The private 
parcels are primarily used seasonally for hunting and other recreation.

The compartment contains the Chris Brown Swamp and Bog ERA. Also, the Two Hearted River is designated as a Natural 
River and any management must follow the Two Hearted Natural River Plan.

None known.

East Branch Two-Hearted River is part of the designated Two-Hearted Natural River.  Follow the Two Hearted River 
Natural River Plan as well as BMP guidelines. There is an area designated as a core interior habitat area, where any 
management considered will enhance the habitat qualities for core interior species.

The East Branch Two Hearted River skirts the eastern edge of this compartment. The East Branch Two Hearted River is a 
Natural River and any treatments or activities planned in this compartment should comply to the recommendations in the 
Two Hearted River Natural River Plan.

Compartment 35 lies in northern Luce county and is in the Grand Marais Sandy End Moraine and Outwash ecological sub-
subsection as well as the Deer Park Management Area with Kirtland’s warbler, piping plover, red crossbill and American 
marten as featured species.  High value conservation areas exist within this compartment including an ERA and a Lowland 
Mixed Core Interior Forest. Stands are typically more species diverse in this compartment with aspen, maple and birch 
being present in pine stands. 

Wildlife values will be enhanced in this compartment by retaining diverse species in stands such as leaving mature aspen, 
birch or maple to provide future nest and den trees. Retained red, jack and white pine will serve as future nest trees and 
food sources. Species likely to utilize this compartment include coyotes, otter, bobcat, black bear, wolves, deer, and ruffed 
grouse.

No known potential exists for commercial oil & gas production in this part of the state, and there is no known potential for 
metallic minerals in this area. The nearest active sand/gravel pit is four miles to the west. There may be potential for sand 
& gravel development in the southern half of the compartment, but there may not be much demand in this area. No current 
mineral leasing activity exists in the area.

Access is generally good.  County Road 414 runs along the north part of the compartment.  Forest Trails Cris Brown Lake 
Road, the Shamrock Road, and a few other un-named trails offer further access.  Cris Brown Lake Road and the 
Shamrock Road is used to access the camps on the west side of the river and as accessing a portion of the East Branch 
Sportsman's Club.  The high water table over the past several years has presented some issues with the Cris Brown Lake 
Road, making portions to the west almost impassable at times.

Dispersed camping occurs at several locations, mainly near the river. The snowmobile trail follows County Road 414 along 
the north edge of the compartment.

This compartment is in the Two Hearted Zone Dispatch Area.  It has a moderate potential for large fire growth because of 
the fragmented fuel types.  Risk to private properties bordered by Pine types would be moderate. The Duck Lake Fire in 
2012 came within a half mile to the east of the compartment. Modified suppression tactics may need to be considered for 
activities in the Two Hearted River riparian zone. 

There is a cabin/camper trespass that is currently being worked on for corrective action.
