This compartment is located within the Danaher/Kingston Outwash Management Area. Management goals for the 
compartment is to maintain forest health, diversity, and sustainability while considering wildlife, fisheries, recreation, and 
environmental needs and concerns. This compartment is located within the Danaher/Kingston Outwash Management Area.

The compartment is predominately sandy outwash plains where the topography is level to slightly rolling. There are some 
steep sand banks along the Tahquamenon River.

The compartment is entirely State owned land as well as the adjacent land to the south and west. The land the north and 
east is a privately owned with a majority of that being commercial forest land. Many of the individually owned
private land parcels have cabins on them and are primarily used for recreation. The State land in this area has been 
historically managed for timber production as well as providing habitat for wildlife. It has also
provided opportunities for recreational activities such as hunting, fishing, snowmobiling, ORV riding, wildlife viewing and 
berry picking.

Michigan Natural Features Inventory lists the potential for sharp-tailed grouse, eagle, goshawk, great blue heron rookery 
and osprey. Also listed is the potential for moose and wolf. In addition MNFI lists the potential for sweet coltsfoot, 
Wiegand's sedge, northern prostrate clubmoss, fir, clubmoss, English sundew, meadow beauty, round-leaved orchis, 
black crowberry, yellow pitcher-plant, and panicled screwstem in bogs and open wetlands.

This compartment contains a portion of the Tahquamenon River corridor. Follow BMP guidelines if treatments are adjacent 
to the river corridor.

Splitting this compartment is the Tahquamenon River. This section of the Tahquamenon River is a designated trout stream 
and is less than 50 ft in width. In stands were aspen regeneration is likely or a major component, treatments should adhere 
to a 300 ft buffer in accordance with Best Management Practices.

Compartment 93 The compartment lies in west-central Luce county and is in the Grand
Marais Sandy End Moraine and Outwash ecological sub-subsection. It also lies within the Danaher-Kingston Plains 
Management Area with sharp-tailed grouse, Kirtland’s warbler, red crossbill, eastern bluebird, upland sandpiper, and 
spruce grouse are featured species.  The compartment has a mixture of jack pine, aspen and red and white pine stands 
with more jack pine occurring in the western portion and more aspen in the eastern portion. Stands tend to have limited 
species diversity.  There are several hundred acres of regenerating jack pine plantations in the western half of the 
compartment.  The Tahquamenon river runs through the compartment on the eastern side.

The large, regenerating jack pine stands should be monitored for Kirtland’s warbler as the stands become potential 
suitable habitat. Harvested stands will strive to maximize species diversity post-harvest to be the most beneficial to wildlife 
values.  Legacy trees exist in some harvested stands and will serve to provide necessary roost and den trees and later 
ample coarse woody debris. Wildlife species using this compartment include, bobcat, black bear, coyote, wolves, Kirtland 
warbler and sharptailed and ruffed grouse.

No known potential exists for commercial oil & gas production in this part of the state, and there is no known potential for 
metallic minerals in this area. The closest active sand/gravel pit is more than five miles to the southwest. Little information 
is available on the composition of the surficial sediments within the compartment. There may be potential for sand & 
gravel, but demand may be low in this area. No current mineral leasing activity exists in the area.

County Roads 421 and 475 are the main roads used to access the compartment. They are seasonally maintained by the 
County Road Commission and receive routine grading in the snow-free
months. The Danaher Plains Road, McLeod Trail, Clarks Trail as well as several other sand two tracks offer further access 
into the compartment. They receive little to no maintenance. 

None at this time.

There is a DNRE designated snowmobile trail traversing across the northern part of the compartment. Other opportunities 
that exist would be hunting, fishing, ORV riding, wildlife viewing and berry picking.

The Seney Field Office is responsible for wildfire response to this area. The compartment is part of the Fox River Major 
Zone Dispatch Area. Potential for large fire growth would be high because of continuous Pine types. Risk to private 
properties could be high because of upland fuel types adjacent to
private properties.
