The majority of the compartment consists of lowland swamp conifer and lowland aspen types on outwash plains. The 
associated soils are primarily Carbondale, Lupton, and Tawas soils with Spot-Finch complex, Markey muck, Tawas-Spot-
Finch complex and Kinross-Au Gres complex. Some transitional areas of aspen and hardwood consist of Auger Annanias 
silt loams and Noseum fine sandy loam. The scattered high ground, many of which are narrow ridges, are primarily aspen 
and spruce with additional acreage of plantation red pine and spruce. The associated soils for these types are Paquin 
sand, Rubicon sand, Wallace sand, Rousseau-Spot complex and Wallace-Spot complex.

State lands abut to the far east and far west. Private lands of all acreage sizes are intermixed along the M-123 corridor and 
other east-west roads off M-123. Year-round homes, seasonal camps, tree farms and agricultural lands are all found here. 
The Village of Newberry is approximately 1 mile to the south. 

The potential exists for several threatened and endangered plant and animal species in this compartment, mostly 
associated with the lowland types. Osprey and eagles have been known to inhabit the area.

Dollarville Dam is in the southwest corner of the compartment.

A corner of the Dollarville State Wildlife Area lies within the compartment. Most of the dam flooding lies to the west. A deer 
wintering area is located north of the Dollarville Dam, covering the southern half of the western portion of the compartment. 

This compartment contains McDermon Lake, Otto Brandt Creek, and the lower end of Dollarville Flooding. Otto Brandt 
Creek is a cold transitional stream, a designated trout stream, and supports brook trout.  Dollarville Flooding supports a 
coolwater fishery year-round with the primary targeted species being muskellunge and yellow perch. There are no files on 
McDermon Lake.  Otto Brandt Creek needs to have appropriate protection because of sediment loading concerns. In order 
to protect the creek, any proposed treatments in stands susceptible to aspen regeneration should adhere to a 300 ft buffer.

Compartment 113 lies in central Luce county in the Seney Sand Lake Plain ecological sub-subsection and is in the 
Tahquamenon Basin Wetlands management Area where white-tailed deer, black bear, snowshoe hare and gray jay are 
featured species.  The compartment has a high level of diversity within and among stands with most of the compartment 
being made up of various lowland types (deciduous and coniferous).  The Tahquamenon river runs through the southern 
portions of the compartment and serves as a wildlife travel corridor. 

Wildlife objectives will be met by retaining aspen in the border of stands that will serve as future den and nest trees for 
marten (featured species) and flying squirrels and cavity nesting species such as woodpeckers, northern flickers, 
flycatchers, chickadees and saw-whet owls. Snowshoe hare habitat will be improved by creating brush piles in stands. 

No known potential exists for commercial oil & gas production in this part of the state, and there is no known potential for 
metallic minerals in this area. Multiple active sand/gravel pits occur just within one or two miles of the compartment, just

south of Newberry. Due to wetlands, potential for sand & gravel development within the compartment appears limited. No 
current mineral leasing activity exists in the area. The State does not own all mineral rights within the compartment. 
Because the mineral estate is the dominant estate, reasonable access to the surface must be provided to private owners if 
they choose to explore or develop their mineral rights. 

Access to the northwestern part of the compartment is acceptable via county roads, however access to many stands also 
cross private lands. The eastern portion of the compartment is accessed by Charcoal Grade and forest access routes off 
the grade, as well as access points through private lands to the north off M-123. The southwestern portion of the 
compartment has limited access by the Dollarville Dam, with no other access to the large swamp inholdings to the north.

No survey needs at this time.

Snowmobile trail number 9 and 45 travels through the compartment. The Silver Creek ORV Trailhead is located just to the 
west of the compartment. Dollarville Dam provides boating access to both the flooding and the Tahquamenon River below 
the dam. The dam and the river are primarily used for fishing, canoeing, waterfowl hunting and trapping.

The potential for large fire growth in this compartment is low because of the lowland of conifer and hardwood cover types.  
Much of the compartment is inaccessible with heavy equipment.  Most fires should be low intensity surface fires with slow 
rates of spread and may require modified suppression tactics. 

Additional parcels acquired in 2014 in the NE¼ of section 1 totalling 158.15 acres allowing access to the section from 
county road 407. Two small inholdings should continue to be considered for disposal in sections 3 and 14.
