Maintain and promote the characteristics and integrity of the proposed Quiet Area (Pretty Lake Quiet Area), as well as 
promote and protect the Pretty Lakes Pinery ERA featuring dry-mesic Northern Forest residing within the compartment, 
through natural processes and very limited silvicultural treatments.

The soil type is predominately Croswell-Spot complex. Rubicon sand, Paquin sand, Rousseau-Spot complex, and Markey 
mucky peat are also major soil types. There are minor soil components of Wallace sand, Carbondale, Lupton and Tawas 
mucks. The topography ranges from wet, lowlands to relatively flat ground to gentle ridges. Steep sand banks are found 
along many portions of the Two Hearted River.

This compartment is mainly continuous State ownership with one parcel of Nature Conservancy land along the south 
boundary and one 40 acre parcel on the south side of Long Lake consisting of multiple small private land ownerships. 
Development is minimal due to primarily State ownership adjacent to the compartment. The area is used heavily for 
recreation activity such as camping, hiking, canoeing, fishing, ORV riding and some hunting.

Extensive wetland interspersed with mature pine and northern hardwoods. Dry mesic northern forest record within 
compartment (Pretty Lake Pinery, AB ranked).

Potential for rare plants of rich mesic forests: Carex assiniboinensis, new england sedge, Galium kam, showy orchis, 
Ginseng, Goblin Fern. Potential for rare plants of dry northern forest and dry mesic northern forest: Dalibarda repens, pine 
drops. Potential for wetland plants such as Canada rice grass, autumnal water star wort, Wiegand's sedge, alga 
pondweed, english sundew, and moor rush

Loon record from Pretty Lake. Potential for goshawk, eagle and osprey in pine stands. Potential for RSH in M9 stands. 
Potential for Incurvate Emerald, ebony boghaunter, Frigga fritallry and Freija fritillary in bog and fen habitat.

None known within the compartment. 

The Pretty Lake Complex has been proposed as a Quiet Area. The vast majority of this compartment lies within this 
proposed quiet area designation. 
The Pretty Lakes Pinery ERA featuring Dry- mesic Northern Forest resides within the compartment.  The southern portion 
of the compartment also falls within the Two Hearted River Natural River corridor, as the North Branch is part of the 
Natural River and falls under the Natural River plan.

This compartment contains the Pretty Lakes Complex and the North Branch Lakes where a series of many valuable 
fisheries are located.  The North Branch Two Hearted River runs along the southern boundary of the compartment. The 
North Branch is part of the Natural River and falls under the Natural River plan.  No treatments are located near any of 
these important waterbodies, so Fisheries has no concerns at this time.

Compartment 20 lies in north western Luce county and is in the Seney Sand Lake Plain ecological sub-subsection.  The 
compartment surrounds the Pretty Lakes complex proposed wilderness area and is in the Two Hearted Headwaters 
Management Area where black bear, blackburnian warbler, pileated woodpecker, and american marten are designated 
featured species.  The Pretty Lakes Pinery ERA featuring Dry- mesic Northern Forest resides within the compartment.  
The compartment is dominated by mature cover types primarily consisting of white pine, northern hardwoods, upland

mixed and mixed conifer types, and spruce with numerous small lakes interspersed.  The area has been managed as a 
wilderness area in the past and no treatments are prescribed in the compartment this entry year.  The compartment serves 
a vital purpose for wildlife species requiring large stands of mature cover types such as american marten and blackburnian 
warbler, and serves numerous other wildlife species needs for resting and escape cover, travel corridors, nest, den, and 
roosting sites and food sources.  Loons nest in the compartment and waterfowl species use the lakes as resting sites 
during migration.

Sections 3-4 & 9, T48N-R11W, Sections 27-28 & 33-35, T49N-R11W, Luce County
No known potential exists for commercial oil & gas production in this part of the state, and there is no known potential for 
metallic minerals in this area. The nearest known active sand/gravel pit is three miles east. The compartment is dominated 
by wetlands, and potential for surface mining is limited. No current State mineral leasing activity exists in the area. The 
State does not own all the mineral rights within the compartment. Because the mineral estate is the dominant estate, the 
surface owner must provide the owner of the mineral rights reasonable access to the surface for mineral exploration and 
development.

Access into the compartment can be achieved from County Road 439, leading to Pretty Lake Campground, Poplar Camp 
Road (Pratt Lake Rd) on the west side of the compartment and Long Lake Trail and one small woods road from the east to 
the south sections of the compartment. This compartment is managed as a non-motorized area.  One abandoned woods 
road accesses the compartment from the west from Poplar Camp Rd and is recommended for closure to help ensure the 
integrity of the non-motorized characteristics of the compartment.  

No survey work is needed.

Facilities include the Pretty Lakes SF Campground and proposed Quiet Area. Recreational opportunities include canoeing 
and kayaking, fishing, camping, wildlife viewing, hiking, hunting, snowmobiling and dog sledding.

Large fire potential is low in this area because of the mixture of hardwood and mixed pine complexes broken up by a 
variety of lakes and marshes. Access is limited and may require short roads built for suppression activities.

Recommendation to close a small two track road heading into Section 33 from Poplar Camp Road to help maintain the 
integrity of the proposed Quiet Area and non motorized management. A Director’s Order will be needed. One closed road 
on the west side of Pratt Lake will need to have the berm re-established and a “No Motorized Vehicles” sign installed. ORV 
activity has worn the berm down.

Additional acreage was acquired and added to the compartment in 2018, resulting from a land trade with The Nature 
Conservancy.

A coldwater lake has temperature and dissolved oxygen conditions that allow naturally-reproduced or 
stocked trout populations and those of other coldwater fish species to persist from year to year. Suitable 
conditions for coldwater fishes may occur in Michigan lakes if they are relatively deep, have substantial 
groundwater inflows, or are located in colder (northern) areas of the state. Such lakes are established by 
Director's action and designated as trout resources by Fisheries Order 200.

Cold Water LakeSCA

A coldwater stream has temperature and dissolved oxygen conditions that allow naturally-reproduced or 
stocked trout populations and those of other coldwater fish species (e.g., slimy sculpin) to persist from 
year to year. Coldwater streams in Michigan typically provide these conditions due to substantial 
contributions of groundwater to their stream flows. Such streams are established by Director's action and 
designated as trout resources by Fisheries Order 210.

They may be dominated by late successional forest species (i.e. sugar maple and
American beech), or may be a very old example of a stand dominated by long-lived early- or mid-seral
species (i.e. oak, or red pine).

A transitional area between aquatic and terrestrial ecosystems in which the terrestrial ecosystem 
influences the aquatic ecosystem and vice-versa. Because of the unique conditions adjacent to lakes, 
streams and open water wetlands, riparian areas harbor a high diversity of plants and wildlife. Riparian 
communities are ecologically and socially significant in their effects on water quality and quantity, as well 
as aesthetics, habitat, bank stability, timber production, and their contribution to overall biodiversity.

Ecological Reference Areas (ERAs) are high quality examples of natural communities that have been 
identified as Element Occurrences (EOs) by the Michigan Natural Features Inventory (MNFI) within the 
context of their natural community classification system. Element Occurrences with viability ranks of A 
(Excellent) or B (Good) and a Global (G) or State (S) element (rarity) ranking of endangered (1), 
threatened (2), or rare (3) serve as an initial base of ERAs. They may be located upon any ownership in 
the State. The system is comprised of individual or associations of natural community types that are 
managed for restoration and maintenance of natural ecological processes and values. The public may 
submit recommendations for lands as ERAs using the DNR Conservation Area Recommendation Form.
