Maintain forest productivity, forest health, species diversification, and age class diversity through continued silvicultural and 
natural processes.  Treatments prescribed will help ensure the sustainability of the forest resource, enhance age class 
diversity in the main forest cover types and continue to improve the quality of the wildlife habitat.  Jack Pine and Red Pine 
management will continue with the current sustainable level of management to promote both age class and structural 
diversity.

The major soil type within the compartment is Rubicon sand.  Deer Park sand, Au Gres-Dawson-Rubicon complex, 
Wallace sand, Croswell, and Kinross muck soils are also found within the compartment.  Topography is mainly rolling hills 
with sand dunes along the Lake Superior shoreline and low wet areas around Culhane Lake and Bodi Lake. 

The compartment is made up of a block of State ownership with private holdings around Little Lake and Bodi Lake.

MNFI lists the following Unique, Natural Features; Elymus mollis, Stichwort, Alternate-leaved water milfoil, American shore-
grass, common loon, and Piping Plover.  Potential for Incurvate Emerald, ebony boghaunter in bog and fen habitat.  
Potential for goshawk, merlin, osprey and eagle in red pine and white pine stands. Potential for rare plants of dry northern 
forest and dry mesic northern forest: Dalibarda repens, pine drops.  Potential for wetland plants in v and n types such as 
Canada rice grass, autumnal water star wort, Wiegand's sedge, alga pondweed, english sundew, and moor rush.

There is one noted archeological site within the compartment.

Critical Dunes designation throughout the northern tier of the compartment following the Lake Superior shoreline.  Piping 
Plover habitat along the Lake Superior shoreline through the compartment.

Water bodies associated with this compartment are the Little Two Hearted River, Culhane Lake, Bodi Lake, and Three Mile 
Creek.  The Little Two Hearted River and Three Mile Creek have native brook trout populations and receive runs of 
steelhead.  Both are designated trout streams.  Any proposed treatments near these streams should have a 100-foot 
riparian management zone, plus an additional 5 feet per 1% increase in slope.  Any clear-cut treatments in stands where 
aspen is a significant component or where aspen regeneration is likely, a buffer of 300 feet should be adhered to.  If 
crossing the rivers for access, bank erosion should be minimized.  Culhane and Bodi Lakes are quality coolwater fisheries 
and will require a 100-foot riparian management zone, allowing only selection cuts within 25 feet of the ordinary high-water 
mark.  Streams draining to and from Bodi Lake should have a 100-foot riparian management zone, allowing only selection 
cuts within 25 feet of the ordinary high-water mark.  The treatment line for Stand 35 should meet the 100-foot RMZ along 
Culhane Creek.

Compartment 43 lies in far north eastern Luce county in the Grand Marais Sandy End Moraine and Outwash ecological sub-
subsection.  The compartment is bordered by Lake Superior to the north and it lies immediately east of the 2012 Duck Lake 
fire.  The compartment is predominately red and jack pine with a component of mixed conifer, oak, and spruce stands.  
Culhane, Bodi and Little Lake are situated in the compartment. 

 The compartment lies in the Deer Park Management Area with red crossbill, Kirtland’s warbler, piping plover, and 
american marten as designated featured species.  In a predominantly pine forested ecosystem, maintaining a variety of 
age and size classes and maintaining as much structural and species diversity as possible in managed stands will be

important to achieving wildlife objectives.  For example, retaining soft and hard mast producing species where they exist in 
harvested stands will help provide food sources, nest and den trees, and improve structural diversity of the stands.  
Species diversity of the stands will increase wildlife use and thus a variety of species will be retained after final harvests.  
Creeks will be buffered providing important travel corridors and nest and den locations. Wildlife species thought to use this 
compartment include white-tailed deer, black bear, red crossbill, bald eagle, marten and coyote.

No known potential exists for commercial oil & gas production in this part of the state, and there is no known potential for 
metallic minerals in this area. No known active sand/gravel pits exist in the area. There may be some potential for sand 
within the compartment. Some of the compartment is a designated Critical Dune Area and would be protected from surface 
development. No current State mineral leasing activity exists in the area. The State does not own all the mineral rights 
within the compartment. Because the mineral estate is the dominant estate, the surface owner must provide the owner of 
the mineral rights reasonable access to the surface for mineral exploration and development.

Access to the compartment is primarily from County Roads 500, 503, 437 and 412.  Additional access to most parts of the 
compartment can be obtained via a network of sand two track roads.

Survey needs within Sections 19, 20, and 27.

The North Country Pathway and Bodi Lake Pathway run through the compartment.  In addition, The Pine Stump 
Snowmobile Trail runs along County Road 412.  There are two State Forest Campgrounds within the compartment, one is 
located on Culhane Lake and the other is located on Bodi Lake.  The main recreational opportunities within this 
compartment are camping, fishing, hiking, snowmobiling and sightseeing.  

This compartment is part of the Two Hearted Zone Dispatch Area.  Large fire potential exists in the continuous Upland Pine 
fuel types.  Response time is slow due to its distance from available resources in Newberry. Access by large wheeled 
suppression equipment is good through the network of roads in this area.  The portions west of County Road 500 and most 
of stand 35 were burned during the Duck Lake Fire on 5/24/2012.
