Identified Planning Goals:

Maintain forest productivity, forest health, species diversification, and age class diversification through silvicultural and
natural processes.

Soil and topography:
The two main soil series within the compartment are Deer Park fine sand and Deer Park-Kinross complex. The topography
is mainly flat ground to rolling hills.

Ownership Patterns, Development, and Land Use in and Around the Compartment:

Compartment consists of a large block of contiguous State ownership, which adjoins additional State ownership to the
north and east and private land to the west and south. The Companions of Christ the Lamb church camp is located directly
to the south of this compartment.

Unique Natural Features:
No records listed by MNFI.

Archeological, Historical, and Cultural Features:
None known in this compartment.

Special Management Designations or Considerations:
None

Watershed and Fisheries Considerations:

There are no managed fisheries in this compartment, however there are some wet areas/ponds in the center of the
compartment. These provide value to amphibians and reptiles and should be buffered according to the standards set in
the BMP Manual.

Wildlife Habitat Considerations:

Compartment 56 lies in northern Chippewa county in the Grand Marais Sandy End Moraine and Outwash ecological sub-
subsection. The compartment lies within the Whitefish Vermillion Point Management Area and moose, piping plover, red
crossbill and spruce grouse are featured species in the compartment. The compartment is almost entirely jack pine with
scattered components of red pine, white pine, birch oak, hardwood and spruce mixed in throughout the stands.

In a predominantly pine forested ecosystem, maintaining a variety of age and size classes and maintaining as much
structural/species diversity as possible in managed stands will be important to achieving wildlife objectives. Retaining soft
and hard mast producing species and red and white pine in jack pine final harvests will provide food sources, nest and den
trees, and improve stand diversity. Forested corridors should be maintained to facilitate ease of movement between upland
and lowland areas. The wetland/pond areas in the center of the compartment will be important for wildlife and we should
retain forest/shrub diversity around those locations; wetlands should be buffered appropriately. Wildlife species potentially
using this compartment include white-tailed deer, snowshoe hare, spruce grouse, black bear, gray wolves, and moose.

Mineral Resource and Development Concerns and/or Restrictions

No known potential exists for commercial oil & gas production in this part of the state, and there is no known potential for
metallic minerals in this area. No known active sand/gravel pits exist in the area. There may be some potential for sand &
gravel within the compartment. No current State mineral leasing activity exists in the area.

Vehicle Access:

Access to the compartment is primarily from the east and north via a network of two track roads off of the Widewaters
Road. Access from the south is through private land.

Survey Needs:
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None.

Recreational Facilities and Opportunities:
There are no designated trails or recreational facilities within this compartment. Main recreational opportunities exist of
berry picking, wildlife viewing, ORV riding, and hunting.

Fire Protection:
This compartment is part of the Whitefish Zone Dispatch Area. Large fire potential exists in the continuous Jack Pine fuel
types. Response times are long due to its distance from available resources in Newberry. Lowland communities will make
suppression tactics challenging with large wheeled suppression equipment.
