The northern region of this compartment contains Locke Lake and Locke Creek which serve as tributary to North 
Manistique Lake.  Locke Creek is a designated Type 1 trout stream less than 50-foot width and has a predicted mean July 
temperature of 60.3 °F (cold stream).  A minimum 300-foot Riparian Management Zone (RMZ) is recommended for Locke 
Creek in areas susceptible to aspen regeneration.  For areas not susceptible to aspen regeneration and for shoreland 
areas surrounding Locke Lake, a minimum 100-foot (plus 5 feet per 1% increase in slope) RMZ is recommended.

The central and southern regions of this compartment contain T Lake and Upper Black Creek which serve as tributary to 
Black Creek.  The Upper Black Creek is a designated Type 1 trout stream less than 50-foot width.  A minimum 300-foot 
Riparian Management Zone RMZ is recommended for the Upper Black Creek in areas susceptible to aspen regeneration.  
For areas not susceptible to aspen regeneration and for shoreland areas surrounding T Lake, a minimum 100-foot (plus 5 
feet per 1% increase in slope) RMZ is recommended. 

Compartment 107 is situated in south western Luce county in the St. Ignace ecological sub-subsection and in the County 
Line Hardwoods Management Area where white-tailed deer, black bear, snowshoe hare, ruffed grouse, red shouldered 
hawk and northern goshawk are designated featured species.  A small portion of the compartment falls in the McMillan-
Black Creek Deer Wintering Complex which can support high deer number of deer during stressful winter periods.   The 
area has fairly diverse cover types with a large component of northern hardwoods and cedar and a scattering of aspen, 
lowland mixed types, mixed and lowland conifer and fir stands.  

Wildlife objectives will be achieved by the retention of hard and soft mast producing trees, wildlife den and nest trees and 
snags in harvested stands and the preservation of conifer components in aspen and hardwood stands. Some large aspen 
will be retained in stands for future softwood snags.  Soft mast (cherry) is present in the compartment and will be 
maintained in harvested stands. Hardwood stands are likely to contain vernal pools which will be protected during harvest 
operations to preserve wetland wildlife habitat.  White-tailed deer, black bear, fisher, marten, bobcat, coyotes, gray wolves, 
ruffed grouse, woodcock, snowshoe hare and pileated woodpecker are expected to use this compartment.  

Surface sediments consist of lacustrine sand and gravel, peat and muck and coarse-textured glacial till. There is

insufficient data to determine the glacial drift thickness. The Silurian Manitoulin Dolomite and Cabothead Shale subcrop 
below the glacial drift. No known potential exists for commercial oil & gas production in this part of the state, and there is no 
known potential for metallic minerals in this area. Multiple active sand/gravel pits are just to the northeast and several 
others in the general area. There is some potential for sand within the compartment on the uplands. No current State 
mineral leasing activity exists in the area.

Good access via county roads 458, 468 and 429.

None at this time. 

A snowmobile trail runs throughout the compartment.

Large fires in this compartment are not likely because of the hardwood and mixed conifer/hardwood lowland types.  Travel 
times are reasonable for this compartment and may not impact fire size.
