Compartment specific changes made during the Compartment Review:

Compartment 006 (Stand Examiner — Richard McDonald)

Stand 13 — Focus retention pockets around areas with mixed conifer.
Stands 25, 40 & 69 — Change MO to upland mixed forest.

Add recreation trail and roads layer to the map when reposted.
Stand 90 — Focus retention along the trail and protect trail markers.
Add drumming log spec to all aspen harvests.

Refine roads layer to reflect what is on the ground.

e Stands 1 & 8 — Add recreational trail protection specs.
e Add recreation layer to the map.
