Sand/gravel pits are not located in the vicinity, but there appears to be some good sand & gravel potential within the 
compartment on the uplands. Part of the compartment has been leased in the past for oil and gas development. The 
Antrim Shale is present in this area and probably has some potential. The Niagaran reef trend is located four miles to the 
southeast. There is no known metallic mineral potential in this part of the state.

There is good access to most, if not all, of the compartment.  Most of the roads, however, have been closed to wheeled 
motorized vehicles with virtually all those closures still intact.

No maintained recreational facilities exist within this compartment.

Access is poor in case of any fire suppression efforts, though the area is generally at low risk to any wildfire potential.  
Most road systems are closed with berms.
